Preparation Session of the Hamilton County Board of Commissioners was begun and 

held at the Courthouse, in the City of Chattanooga, in the County Commission Room, 

when the following proceedings were held, to wit:-- 

 

Present and presiding was the Honorable Chester Bankston, Chairman. County 

Clerk Bill Knowles called the roll of the County Commission and the following, 

constituting a quorum, answered to their names: Commissioner Beck, Commissioner 

Boyd, Commissioner Fairbanks, Commissioner Fields, Commissioner Graham, 

Commissioner Haynes, Commissioner Mackey, Commissioner Smedley, and Chairman 

Bankston.  Total present - 9.  Total absent – 0. 

 

Also in attendance were County Mayor Jim Coppinger, members of his 

administrative staff, County Attorney Rheubin Taylor, and County Auditor Bill McGriff. 
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PRESENTATION-MIRACLE LEAGUE OF CHATTANOOGA 

 

 Kim Chapman, President of the Miracle League Board, gave a presentation on 

the Miracle League of Chattanooga. The Miracle League is a baseball league that gives 

children with disabilities the opportunity to play baseball safely on a specially designed 

field. Mrs. Chapman explained that according to the 2010 census, there are roughly 

13,000 handicapped children and adults in Hamilton County with no place to play 

baseball safely. Mrs. Chapman played a brief video for members of the Commission 

that highlighted the importance of having a place for children with special needs to play 

baseball.  

 

 Mrs. Chapman introduced Chas Torrence, Vice President of the Board. Mr. 

Torrence gave an overview of the structure and design of the field located at Warner 

Park in Chattanooga as well as a pavilion, playground, and a multi-purpose field for 

other sports and activities.  

 

 In response to Commissioner Smedley’s question, Mr. Torrence clarified that the 

total projected cost of the project is $1.4 million, $1 million of which has already been 

committed through fundraisers and private donors.  
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 In response to Commissioner Boyd’s question, Mrs. Chapman clarified that the 

closest Miracle League baseball field is in Whitfield County. It was noted that there is 

not currently a field in Tennessee. 

 

 She requested Commissioners to consider making a donation from their 

discretionary accounts. 

 

COMMITTEE ASSIGNMENTS 

 

Chairman Bankston indicated the upcoming agenda items would be considered

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COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE – RESOLUTION NO. 915-23 

 

Commissioner Fairbanks spoke regarding this Resolution, which approves 

making an appropriation to Dallas Bay Volunteer Fire Department in the amount of 

$5,000.00 from general fund discretionary monies, as allotted to District 1. The funding 

will assist the fire department with the purchase of a truck.  

 

There were no questions from Commissioners.  

 

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE – RESOLUTION NO. 915-24 

 

Commissioner Fairbanks spoke regarding this Resolution, which approves 

making an appropriation to Orange Grove Center in the amount of $10,000.00 from 

general fund discretionary monies, as allotted to District 1. The funding will assist the 

nonprofit organization with the purchase of baling equipment

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COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE – RESOLUTION NO. 915-25 

  

 Chairman Bankston spoke regarding this Resolution, which approves making an 

appropriation to Mowbray Volunteer Fire Department in the amount of $13,000.00 from 

general fund discretionary monies, as allotted to District 1. The funding will assist the 

fire department with the purchase of new equipment.

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE – RESOLUTION NO. 915-26 

  

Commissioner Mackey spoke regarding this Resolution, which approves making 

an appropriation to East Lake Neighborhood Association in the amount of $1,800.00 

from general fund discretionary monies, as allotted to District 4.  The funding will assist 

with the cost of the East Lake Festival.

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COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE – RESOLUTION NO. 915-27 

 

Commissioner Smedley spoke regarding this Resolution, which approves making 

an appropriation to Veterans Memorial Park of Collegedale in the amount of $10,000.00 

from general fund discretionary monies, as allotted to District 7. The funding will assist 

the park in completing renovations. Commissioner Smedley added that the funds would 

also be used to assist with the painting and mounting of a TA-4J fighter aircraft that was 

donated by the Navy, as well as the dedication of a monument to the five service 

members who lost their lives during the July 16th shootings in Chattanooga. In closing, 

Commissioner Smedley spoke about meeting with a Veteran’s group, many of whom 

are disabled, and the importance of this project to them.  

 

There were no questions from Commissioners. 

 

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE – RESOLUTION NO. 915-28 

 

 Chairman Bankston spoke regarding this Resolution, which approves making an 

appropriation to The Next Door, Inc. in the amount of $1,000.00 from general fund 

discretionary monies, as allotted to District 9. The funding will assist the nonprofit with 

their program that allows currently incarcerated women to receive transitional services 
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to help with re-entering society and the workforce. He noted that this program is offered 

in partnership with the Tennessee Department of Corrections.  

 

 There were no questions from Commissioners.  

 

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE – RESOLUTION NO. 915-29 

  

 Chairman Bankston spoke regarding this Resolution, which authorizes the 

County Mayor to award five days of paid leave for the purpose of encouraging all 

Hamilton County employees to participate in the United Way campaign through payroll 

deduction. It was noted that Mayor Coppinger left the meeting before discussion of this 

item took place.  

 

There were no questions from Commissioners.  

 

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE – RESOLUTION NO. 915-30 

 

 Todd Leamon, Administrator of Hamilton County Public Works and County 

Engineer, spoke regarding this Resolution, which approves adopting by reference the 

updated National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRM) 

for unincorporated Hamilton County, Tennessee. Mr. Leamon added that the County 
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has collaborated with the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) to provide 

updated maps that show the extent to which areas are at risk for flooding. An open 

house was held in April where Hamilton County residents were able to review the 

preliminary maps and ask questions. It was noted that 2002 was the last time the flood 

maps were updated.  

 

There were no questions from Commissioners.  

 

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE – RESOLUTION NO. 915-31 

 

 County Attorney Rheubin Taylor spoke regarding this Resolution, which 

approves the amending of a certain Payment In Lieu of Taxes (PILOT) agreement with 

Alstom Power, Inc. Attorney Taylor explained that this amendment was the result of an 

agreement reached between Hamilton County, the City of Chattanooga, the Industrial 

Development Board for the City of Chattanooga, and Alstom Power, Inc in response to 

Alstom’s performance under the previous PILOT.  

 

 In response to Commissioner Fields question, Attorney Taylor explained that 

under the new agreement Alstom would be paying 50% of the assessed value of the 

property as well as an advanced payment of $250,000.00 to the County and City by 

October 5th for the 2015 tax bill which is due February 2016. He added that another 
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review of the PILOT agreement will take place on or before March 15, 2016. In closing, 

Attorney Taylor noted that all parties involved have reviewed the agreement and 

recommend approval.  

 

 In response to Commissioner Haynes question, Attorney Taylor clarified that 

under the new provisions the total property tax payment due to the County by October 

5, 2015 is $250,000.00.  

 

 In response to Commissioner Boyd’s question, Attorney Taylor confirmed that the 

new agreement will apply to the company and any of its successors.  

 

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE – RESOLUTION NO. 915-34 

 

 Commissioner Graham asked that Resolution No. 915-34 be read into the record 

in its entirety.  

 

 Commissioner Graham spoke regarding this Resolution, which approves the 

return of the $100,000.00 appropriation for discretionary spending, as previously allotted 

to District 6, to the fund balance of the Hamilton County general fund, and authorizing 

the receipt of the same. Commissioner Graham spoke about his disapproval of the use 

of the general fund balance for discretionary spending, and his desire to see those 
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funds returned to the general fund balance for appropriation to needed projects 

throughout the County. In closing, Commissioner Graham expressed his willingness to 

commit the current balance of his expense account, as well as the expense money he 

will be allotted over the next two years of his term, to District 6 for specified projects.  

 

 There were no questions from Commissioners.  

 

 Commissioner Haynes, Chairman of the Zoning Committee, announced that the 

Zoning Committee would be meeting in the Conference Room immediately following the 

Agenda Session.  

 

Commissioner Boyd, Chairman of the Finance Committee announced that the 

Finance Committee would be meeting in the Commission Room immediately following 

the Agenda Session.

Chairman Bankston asked for announcements from members of the 

Commission.  
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Several Commissioners congratulated Times Free Press reporter Louie Brogdon 

on his upcoming move to Washington D.C. They thanked Mr. Brogdon for his fair and 

objective reporting. 

 

Commissioner Graham and Commissioner Smedley publicly gave out their cell 

phone numbers to Chairman Bankston. Commissioner Graham reported that his cell 

phone number is 423-255-6601 and was concerned that he had not received a call 

regarding committee assignment preferences.   Commissioner Smedley reported that 

her cell phone number is 423-309-5250, and indicated that she had not been consulted 

last year or this year regarding committee assignments. Attached is a copy of the 

Chairman’s 2015-2016 committee assignments.  

 

 Commissioner Boyd spoke about his support of discretionary funds. He talked 

about meeting with Julie Baumgardner, President and CEO of First Things First, a 

grassroots organization dedicated to strengthening families. Commissioner Boyd added 

that he invested a portion of his discretionary money into Dads Make a Difference, a 

faith based program designed to educate non-violent convicted felons on the positive 

involvement of fathers. In closing, Commissioner Boyd talked about the positive impact 

of keeping these young men from entering back into the prison system, and the amount 

of money in incarceration fees it saves the County.

He reminded those in attendance about the 

Chattanooga Unite Memorial Tribute taking place on the River tonight. The Tribute is to 
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honor the five fallen military service members killed here recently, and to accept 

donations to assist their surviving families.  

 

Commissioner Boyd spoke about the East Ridge High School football stadium. 

He reported that he has multiple bids to replace the stadium and will have budget 

numbers for demolition by the end of the week. He asked that any questions about the 

bid numbers by the media or public be directed to him. Commissioner Boyd also spoke 

about the importance of art in the community. In closing, he invited members of the 

Commission and audience to attend tonight’s benefit concert and to donate generously 

to the cause.  

 

Commissioner Fields reminded members of the Commission that September 17th 

is Constitution Day. He encouraged members of the Commission and the audience to 

attend the annual Constitution Day lecture at the University of Tennessee at 

Chattanooga (UTC) at 7:30 pm in the UC Auditorium. Former UTC professor Wilfred M. 

McClay will be speaking about the relevancy of the Constitution given the changing 

times.  

 

Commissioner Fairbanks recognized the Boyd-Buchanan leadership class that 

was present at today’s meeting. He also recognized their leaders, Boyd Buchanan 

Football Coach Grant Reynolds, and Director of Operations, Mike Kirk. He also thanked 

Mayor Coppinger for his comments regarding the budget and discretionary spending.  
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He also expressed disagreement with inflammatory language that was used at a recent 

news conference relating to the discretionary spending issue.   

 

Commissioner Smedley also expressed her disapproval of the use of strong 

rhetoric when discussing matters of the Commission or fellow Commissioners. 

 

Commissioner Beck corrected his earlier statement where he referred to Miracle 

League Board President Kim Chapman as Mary Ellen Locher in error.   

 

Commissioner Haynes thanked Mayor Coppinger and members of the 

Commission for the discussion at today’s meeting. He noted that a motivational factor in 

his decision to return the funds back to the reserve fund was due to the state 

comptroller’s office stating that commissioners were not allowed to spend discretionary 

monies on education projects.  

 

Commissioner Mackey expressed his respect for Commissioner Graham in light 

of recent disagreements.  

 

 Commissioner Graham announced that the Diversity and Equity Committee 

meeting will take place Wednesday, September 30th after the Agenda Session.

and by this reference made a part hereof (the "Jersey Pike Real Property"); and

Improvements"); and
