(If I should find any paper, document, instrument or codicil which may be a Will, I will, as required by law, immediately produce it for probate.

(I understand that unless contrary to provisions of a Last Will & Testament, I am authorized—but not required—to advance or to pay as an administration expense for a period of up to 4 months after Decedent's death the reasonable costs of routine upkeep of realty including: 1) utility services; 2) day-to-day maintenance; 3) lawn service; and 4) insurance premiums. I understand that routine upkeep does not include mortgage payments, property taxes, major repairs, or other extraordinary expenses, but that these limitations do not apply to realty actually part of the probate estate. If I have any questions or concerns regarding any expenses involving realty, I will discuss them with the estate attorney. T.C.A. § 30-2-323. Advances for property maintenance expenses.
(I understand that if my current address changes that I must immediately send the Court and my attorney a notice of the new address and phone number.
(I understand that I must consult with my attorney on any matters of uncertainty for help and advice.
(I understand that if I fail to meet my obligations under the law, I may be personally liable.
