ORDER APPOINTING EMERGENCY CONSERVATOR




Based upon the filing of the verified Petition, the allegations therein and any Exhibits attached thereto, the Court finds that compliance with the normal procedures of Title 34, Chapters 1 and 3, Tennessee Code Annotated, will likely result in substantial harm to the Respondent’s health, safety, or welfare, and that no other person, as defined in Tennessee Code Annotated §34-1-132, appears to have authority to act, willingness to act, and/or is acting in the best interests of the Respondent, it is hereby ORDERED that

1.  ____________________________is appointed as Emergency Conservator for the Respondent, subject to removal by the Court at any time;

2.  This appointment of the Emergency Conservator and the authority to act shall not exceed sixty (60) days from the entry of this appointment and Order;

3.  The Emergency Conservator is granted only the following powers:

4.  Upon the entry of this Order, and the submission of bond, if required, Emergency Letters of Conservatorship shall be issued reciting the specific powers listed above;

6.  ___________________________, Esquire, is appointed Guardian Ad Litem to investigate the allegations of the Petition, with regard to the best interests of the Respondent, perform the duties set forth in Tennessee Code Annotated §34-1-107, and report to the Court;

7.  If the Respondent has not been previously served and if the appointment of the Emergency Conservator is made on an ex parte basis, the Respondent shall be served with the Petition and a copy of this Order within 48 hours of entry; and

8.   A hearing shall be held on the _______day of ____________ at _______A.M./P.M., which is within five (5) days of the appointment of the Emergency Conservator, to determine the appropriateness of the appointment of the Emergency Conservator;

9.   A final hearing is set on the ________day of _____________at _______A.M./P.M., to determine if the Respondent is a person with a disability and if a Conservator should be appointed to assist the Respondent and the Clerk shall provide a Notice of Hearing to the required persons;

10.  All hearings shall be heard in chambers or the courtroom of the Chancery Court, Part 1, on the third floor of the Hamilton County Courthouse, 625 Georgia Avenue, Chattanooga, Tennessee, 37402.
