AN ACT to  amend Cliapter No. 557, Private Acts o f Tennessee for the year 
J 939, which created a system of retirement to employees o f Hamilton 
County, to  amend Chapter 121 o f the Private Acts of 1943, to amend 
Chapter 80 of the Private Acts for 1969, and to  repeal all Acts 
amendatory thereof in conflict with this Act: so as to  provide benefit 
options for an em ployee’s spouse, to change the County contribution 
from 5% to  6!&%, to base the pension provided upon the four highest 
contribution years, to  liberalize the investment program by changing 
the amount thereof from 20% to 50%, and to amend the structure o f 
the  Pension Board.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE 
GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF 
TENNESSEE, That Chapter 557 of the Private Acts of 
Tennessee for the year 1939, entitled as set out in the 
caption hereof, including Chapter 121 of the Private 
Acts of 1943 and Chapter 80 of the Private Acts of 
1969, and any and all amendatory acts thereof in 
conflict herewith, be, and the same are hereby amended 
as herein provided.

SECTION 2. BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That 
Chapter No. 557 of the Private Acts for the year 1939 
be and hereby is amended by the addition of Sections 
XVI and XVII, as follows:

“ SECTION XVI. By filing an application with the 
Pension Commission, an Employee may elect to 
receive a Pension payable in accordance with one of 
the following options:

( 1) Employees eligible for retirement may elect 
full benefits as provided in the Plan which shall 
exclude continued payment to spouse following 
death.

(2) The Employee shall receive a reduced 
Pension payable for life, and payments in the 
amount of 100% of such reduced Pension shall, 
after the Employee’s death, be continued to the 
spouse during the latter’s lifetime.

(3) The Employee shall rcceive a reduced 
Pension payable for life, and payments in the



• amount of 75% of such-i-eduiGed EensLon shaH, 
after the Employee’s death, be continued to the 
spouse during the latter’s lifetime.

(4) The Employee shall receive a reduced 
Pension payable for life, and payments in the 
amount of 50% of such reduced Pension shall, 
after the Employee’s death be continued to the 
spouse during the latter’s lifetime. <

The aggregate of the Pension payments expected 
to be paid to an Employee and/or his spouse

• under options 2, 3 and 4 shall be. the Actuarial 
Equivalent of the Pension which the Employee 
is otherwise entitled to receive upon Retirement 
based on mortality and interest rate assumptions 
approved from time to time by the Pension 
Commission, copies of Which are on file with the 
Pension Commission and available to the 
Employees at time of retirement to enable them 
to select desired option.

An Employee may elect or revoke an option, 
prior to Retirement by filing such election or 
revocation in writing with the Commission prior 
to Retirement. Under no circumstances may an 
option be changed or revoked, after the 
Employee’s Retirement. -

An election made pursuant at this Section shall 
become inoperative in the event the Employee’s 
death occurs prior to actual Retirement; or, the , 
death of the spouse occurs before the 
Employee’s actual Retirement. •

The above options shall also apply to; those 
retiring under disability benefits as otherwise 
provided in the Plan. -

Nothing herein shall be construed as to mean 
that any Employee shall receive less than the 
minimum benefit as otherwise provided in the 
Plan upon selection of Option 1. Employees 
selecting Option 2, 3 or 4 will be subject to 
receiving less than the minimum benefits as 
otherwise provided.”

“ SECTION XVII. In determining the amount of 
pension due an employee, the Pension Commission 
shall base their computations upon the four highest 
Employee contribution years and the pension 
amount shall be limited accordingly; subject.only to 
the minimum amount as otherwise provided in the 

. Plan.” ' - '



SECTION 3. BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That 
Sections IV, V, VI, and VII of Chapter No. 121 of the 
Private Acts for the year 1 943, are hereby deleted in 
their entirety and the following substituted therefore:

' “ SECTION IV. BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That 
there is hereby created a Pension Commission to 
administer and enforce this legislation, to consist of 
six (6) members, one of whom shall be the County 
Judge, who shall be chairman of the Pension 
Commission, and one of whom shall be the Director 
of Accounts and Budgets, who shall serve as 
Secretary of the Pension Commission, and one of 
whom shall be the County Auditor, and the other 
three (3) members to be elected by ballot of the 
county employee participating in said Pension Fund, 
each employee being entitled to vote for three (3) 
members of the Pension Fund, and those members 
so elected are to be county employees participating

“ SECTION V. BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That 
the first election held to elect (3) members of the 
Pension Commission shall be held between the hours 
of nine o’clock A.M. and seven o’clock P.M. at a 
date within sixty (60) days after acceptance of this 
bill by the Hamilton County Council, and al­
locations to be announced in the notice of election, 
and said election to be held under the supervision of 
a committee o f employees appointed by the existing 
Pension Commission.

For such election ballot boxes shall be provided, and 
at the close of the balloting the committee selected 
to hold the election shall openly, and in the 
presence of all employees who desire to attend, 
count the ballots and announce the results, and the 
three (3) employees receiving the highest number of 
votes shall be elected members of the Pension 
Commission ' and shall before entering upon their 
duties, make and file an oath that they will 
faithfully perform their duties as Commissioners and 
aid in fairly administering the duties of the Pension 
Commission.

WHEREAS, The Chattanooga Public, Library has 
been operating under the provisions of Section 10-301, 
et seq., Tennessee Code Annotated, and Ordinance No. 
5491 of the City of Chattanooga, dated April 14, 1964, 
now codified as Section 23-1, et seq., Part II, 
Chattanooga City Code; and

WHEREAS, both the City of Chattanooga and

The Board of Directors of the 
Chattanooga-Hamilton County Bicentennial Library 
shall consist of fifteen (15) members, eight (8) of whom 
shall be appointed by the Board of Commissioners of 
the City of Chattanooga, and seven (7) of whom shall be 
appointed by the County Council of Hamilton County.

SECTION 3. The members of the Board of 
Directors who have been appointed by the Board of 
Commissioners of the City of Chattanooga, and who 
presently are serving unexpired terms, shall serve until 
the expiration of their current terms. The additional 
member of the Board of Directors which is to be 
appointed by the Board of Commissioners of the City of 
Chattanooga shall serve a term ending July 1, 1977.

REPORT OF LIMITED REVIEW OF ADDITION 
TO THE HAMILTON COUNTY NURSING HOME 

JUNE 5, 1974

The County Council approved a resolution dated June 6, 1973, in 
which $891,898.00 of Federal Revenue Sharing Funds were allocated to 
build and equip a 200-bed addition to the Hamilton County Nursing Home. 
Eighty percent or $713,518.40 to go toward construction of the building 
and $178,379.60 to go toward equiping the hospital. It should be 
noted that the amount of money determined, heretofore, $891,898r00 is 
the total Revenue Sharing entitlement for the period January 1, 1973, 
to June 30, 1973. I found no other mention in the Council minutes 
from the period July 1, 1973, through April, 1974, in reference to the 
construction of the addition to the Nursing Home. The County General 
Fund has written warrants to the Nursing Home totaling $445,000.00 
through May 31, 1974. The Nursing Home will receive the balance of the 
funds as they reveive progress billings from the contractor. I have 
visited the Board Chairman, the administrator of the Nursing Home and 
with Mr. Bill Hubbuch and have made on-site inspections of the 
construction-in—progress. In my visit with the Board Chairman, he 
indicated that the Board was very concerned about the bad publicity 
received for the Nursing Home. He indicated that the Board had, strived 
for the last seven years to place the Nursing Home in a financially 
sound condition, to renovate all of the buildings and to eliminate the 
waiting list of people trying to enter the Nursing Home.

I reviewed the minutes Of the Board of Trustees from July 1, 1972, 
through March, 1974. The minutes indicated that the Board had discussed: 
the addition of the Nursing Home for several years before proceeding 
with the construction, the Board approached the council in respect to 
building a 100—bed addition and received tentative approval, Mr. Hubbuch 
and other Board members proceeded to make detail cost estimates and 
located Mr. Charles Martin, a hospital consultant, who agreed to render: 
the architectural plan for the 100 or 200-bed addition. Mr. Martin 
agreed to furnish the plans for the hospital and make three on-site 
inspections for $15,000.00. The Board recognized that this cost was 
considerably below that normally charged by an architectural firm. It 
should be noted that 14r. Martin Is a consultant, not an architect.. The 
architect for the Nursing Home was William Bond who is located in 
Memphis, Tennessee. The Board of Directors decided to build the 200—bed 
addition through standard plans rather than having, plans drawn to the 
existing contour of the land. The Board then proceeded to have Mr.
Arthur Ledford act as its agent in procuring a large amount of the 
materials and supplies and making subcontracts with several firms to 
do mechanical work and furnish materials. In my review of the Board. 
minutes, I could find no written indication of the amount of profit to 
be paid Mr. Ledford. I discussed the cost plus percentage with Mir. 
Ledford and he indicated that it was a standard percentage which he had 
worked with the Board in the past years. He indicated that he charges 
10% profit on smaller jobs and 6.75% profit on larger construction jobs.
I examined the progress billings to date, five have been made, and I 
determined by division that the profit percentage charged is 3%. I 
questioned Mr. Ledford about this and he indicated that since there was
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a maximum amount not to be exceeded for this contract, that he was 
charging half or less of the normal percent profit and that if the 
construction was completed for less than the total cost he would require 
the balance of the 6.75% profit figure. In dollars and cents the 
amount.of profit to be made by Mr. Ledford for this construction pro­
ject will be $56,808.00.

The Nursing Home has some $316,000.00 available to complete the 
construction and equiping of the addition. The funds are invested in 
savings certificates.

. As I could not find a wiitten contract in the minutes, I asked 
Mr. Ledford to produce a total dollar figure and a list of subcontractors. 
Mr. Ledford produced the following total cost figure and the following 
list of subcontractors, total cost of addition $841,613.00, profit 
percentage $56,808.00, total cost $898,421.00.

I questioned Mr. Ledford about why he did not list Mr. Hubbuch's 
companies as subcontractors and he indicated that they had been withdrawn 
before the date that I asked for the list of subcontractors and that 
he did not know who he would get to do the subcontracting work for 
which Mr. Hubbuch had withdrawn. Mr. Ledford did not give me dollar 
amounts for the subcontractors as he indicated most of the subcontractors 
were on cost plus basis with maximums not to be exceeded. I did not 
pursue.the matter of individual subcontract amounts.

Attached as Exhibit A to this report is a listing of subcontractors' 
by amounts of bills submitted. Mr. Ledford indicated that Mr, Hubbuch 
had not been paid, for any materials on this job.

A contract has been prepared and signed by the Board Chairman 
and by Mr, Ledford and Mr. Sherman. The contract is a standard general 
construction contract with $890,000.00 -maximum or cost plus 6,75%..

I discussed with Mr. Bill Hubbuch, the conflict of interest that 
has been disclosed regarding his companies subcontracting work at the 
Nursing Home, Mr. Hubbuch indicated that his subcontracts were made 
through ignorance of any existing law and not intentionally. He 
indicated that he had been on the Board of Directors for seven years 
and that during this time no one had indicated that the Board of 
Directors were covered, under any. existing State Law requiring that 
appointed Board members could not sell or contract with the organizations 
they were supervising. He indicated that he would no longer sell 
merchandise to the Nursing Home nor subcontract with anyone doing work 
for the Nursing Home. Mr..Hubbuch indicated that he felt that some 
of- the responsibility of notifying him of the potential conflict of 
interest should have been made by the auditors and by' the County 
Attorney.

I have reviewed the invoices submitted by Mr. Ledford in reference 
to the 200-bed addition and could find no bills .from Mr, Hubbuch’s 
Glass Company or J & M Speciality Company. However, Hubbuch Glass 
Company has done approximately $700.00 worth of business directly . 
with the Nursing Home this year. Also, Mr, Hubbuch in the past has 
received approximately $4,000.00 in subcontracts or direct sales to 
the Nursing Home since 1971.

During my review of the accounting records and the Board minutes,
I noted that the Board of Directors authorized the erection of a new 
laundry building during the fiscal year 1973̂ -1974, The cost of the 
laundry building per the Board minutes was not to exceed $100,000,00.
I reviewed the accounting records concerning this building and found 
that the total cost to date to be $90,284,75, Mr. Arthur Ledford built 
this building on a cost plus basis. Hubbuch Glass Company and J & M ' 
Speciality received $2,646.38 in subcontracts on this job. I'questioned 
Mr. Doke Cage, the administrator, as to why a new laundry building was 
erected this year. He indicated that the present laundry facility was 
in the basement of the central building and that health and fire 
hazards were hampering operations and also that the addition of 200 
beds to the hospital could not be handled through the existing facilities
I examined the new building which is of masonary block and steel 
construction and found the building to be well-built, xrell ventilated 
and well planned. The cost does not appear to be excessive. The 
profit received by Mr. Ledford on the Laundry Building to date is 
$6,076.01 or 6.73%.

Attached as Exhibit B is a listing of amounts paid to subcontractors 
for construction of the laundry building.
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The accounting records at the Nursing Home are in good order and 
I received excellent cooperation during my investigation. I was 
impressed by the cleanliness of the Nursing Home and by Mr. Cage, the 
administrator.

STATEMENT WITH REFERENCE TO THE 1974-75 BUDGET AND 
TAX RATE FOR HAMILTON COUNTY, TENNESSEE.

We are pleased, to announce the County Tax Rate for the coming 

Fiscal Year of 1974—75 will be the same as this year. If you live 

inside the City of Chattanooga your tax rate will be $2.96 for each 

$100.00 of assessed valuation. If you are a resident of an in­

corporated area outside the City of Chattanooga, your tax rate will 

be $3.20 for each $100.00 of assessed valuation, and if your property 

is outside of any incorporated area of the County your tax rate will 

be $3.25.

However, in making this budget it was necessary to change the 

levy for the County General Fund by increasing same from 65£ per 

$100.00 of assessed valuation to 70£, and we were able to do so with­

out any tax increase because it was possible to reduce the General 

Debt Service levy from 61C to 56C for each $100.00 of assessed valu­

ation. We assure you this particular reduction did not endanger in 

any wise our "well designed debt structure" as described by Moody's 

Investors Service.

to the requests of many of our fine citizens representing the 

various organizations and agencies, and with minor exceptions, we 

must say that all who appeared made a good case for the funds they 

sought.

We believe the Budget does make provisions for improvements in 

many areas of service. Yet, it does not provide all that should be 

done in particular programs, nor does it emphasize one program to the 

detriment of others. it is our belief that the Budget as adopted 

does provide proper foundation for continued good government without

any tax increase, and does so without endangering the financial 

soundness of Hamilton County.

BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, that the taxes provided in Chapter 
387 of the Tennessee Public Acts of 1971, and any amendments 
thereto, known as the "Business Tax Act", are hereby enacted, 
ordained and levied on the business, business activities, 
vocations, or occupations doing -business or exercising a taxable 
privilege as provided by said Act, in Hamilton County, Tennessee, 
at the rates and in the manner prescribed, by the said Act. The 
proceeds of the privilege taxes levied herein shall be apportioned 
in the following manner, viz: (1) Twenty-two percent (22%) of 
the total received shall be distributed to the County General 
Fund; and, (2) the balance of said funds shall be prorated to 
the various funds (including the General Fund) in the same manner 
as the property tax.

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EXPLANATION OF EXPENDITURE CLASSIFICATION

In conformity with the requirements of Section 17, Chapter 
156 of the Private Acts of Tennessee, 1941, funds have been 
budgeted for each of ten major classes of expenditures- These 
are:
Class 1. - Personal Services: This classification of expense 
covers salaries and wages, including overtime, which are paid 
direct to the employee, also Trustee's Commission.

Class 2. - Contractual Services: This class applies to expenses 
incurred as the result of contracts or agreements and includes 
such items as travel expense, professional and technical and 
mechanical services, utility expenses, automobile allowances 
and all services other than personal.
Class 3. - Supplies & Repair’ Parts: This category covers 
expenses incurred in the purchaseof items such as office 
supplies, gasoline, mechanical parts, etc. Items in this 
category are generally consumed in use.
Class 4. - Materials: This category applies to commodities 
of more or less permanent nature, bought for construction or 
repair purposes.
Class 5. - Fixed Charges: Expenditures of a fiscal period 
which are generally recurring on a regular basis throughout 
each fiscal period, such as insurance, premiums on official 
bonds, etc.
Class 6. - Debt Service: The amount of money necessary annually 
to pay interest on the outstanding debt and the principal on 
maturing bonded debt.
Class 7. - Grants, Contributions and Donations: This class 
covers funds budgeted in lump sums to various institutions, 
such as Baroness Erlanger Hospital, William L. Bork Memorial 
Hospital and Hamilton County Nursing Home, Speech and Hearing 
Center and various other entities.
Class 8. - Pension and Annuities: (Non-Budgeted Accounts)
Class 9. - Capital Outlay: Expenditures which result in the 
acquisition or increase of fixed assets.
Class 10. - Miscellaneous: Expenditures which cannot be clas- 
sified in the previous nine classifications.
