PRESENTATION – TENNESSEE WILDLIFE RESOURCE AGENCY – ENTERPRISE 

SOUTH NATURE PARK DEER HUNT 

 

Recently the Commission received a citizens concern regarding deer population 

and scheduled hunts at the Enterprise South Nature Park.  Kirk Miles, Wildlife Manager 

IV from the Tennessee Wildlife Resource Agency (TWRA) was present at the 

Commission’s request. 

 

He had be made aware of Commission Resolution No. 1111-14 requiring a 

TWRA report to the Commission no later than May of each year prior to a hunt. He 

stated that reports had not been made in previous years because TWRA was not aware 

of this requirement. 

 

 Mr. Miles provided detailed TWRA statistics. A copy of this report was distributed 

to members of the Commission and the Clerk’s office as a matter of record.  He 

reported that over the past three years, the overall health and weight of the deer had 

improved due to hunts.  He reported that the number of deer harvested in 2013 had 

decreased from the previous year. He stated that hunts were currently scheduled for 

October 6 and 7, 2014.   

 

 Commissioner Mackey asked Mr. Miles how he would respond to previously 

expressed concerns from individuals who were in opposition to the hunts.

Mr. Miles replied that hunting was both an important component of society as 

well as essential to the safety and health of the deer in the park and surrounding areas. 

 

Commissioner Boyd asked about the number of deer at the Nature Park, and if 

numbers could be obtained by Infrared photography.  Mr. Miles responded that a 

number was not available, and it was difficult to use this technology in smaller 

properties such as the Nature Park.  

 

In response to Commissioner Fairbanks, Mr. Miles assured the Commission that 

measures are taken to ensure the safety of those participating in the hunt as well as 

those who work in businesses within Enterprise South industrial park. 

 

Commission Graham reinterated that the hunt is needed to keep the park, deer 

herd, and surrounding area safe.   

 

Tony Sanders, a resident at 2558 West Wind Drive, and Bill Swan, a resident at 

3042 Deerwood Lane, (affiliated with the Wounded Warrior project) spoke in support of 

the hunts. Many individiuals in the audience stood in support of the hunts. No opposition 

was present.

MIDDLE/HIGH SCHOOL 

 

 Commissioner Turner-Smedley presented Certificates of Appreciation to staff at 

East Hamilton Middle/High School for their courageous efforts to save the life of student 

Joel Ervin. These individuals included teachers Holly Smith, Bailey Reeves, Ryan 

Cooper, and Nurse Lynn Henry.  Commissioner Turner-Smedley noted that the 

defibrillators that saved Joel’s life had been purchased through former Commissioner 

Larry Henry’s discretionary funds. 

 

Principal Gail Chuy reported that during a recent basketball game, Joel collapsed 

resulting from a seizure. It was the quick response of these staff members, through use 

of the school’s Automated External Defibrillator (AED) that saved his life.  

She expressed her appreciation to the staff for remembering their training and acting in 

unison during a difficult situation.  She noted that the entire staff would be trained in 

CPR in January.  She indicated that currently 55 schools in Hamilton County are without 

AED devices. She also encouraged members of the Commission to consider supporting 

efforts to have an AED in each school. 

 

Joel Ervin and Circuit Court Clerk Larry Henry both emphasized to the 

Commission the importance of AED devices in the school system.

Commissioner Fairbanks indicated that it had been the overwhelming response 

from District 1 asking that he support this Resolution. He stated his intent to do so. 

 

The Resolution relates to the November 4, 2014 General Election ballot 

containing a Constitutional issue pertaining to the abortion law.  

 

Commissioner Haynes reported that he had released a public statement earlier 

today expressing his personal support of Amendment 1. He also indicated he planned 

to vote in affirmation of this Resolution.  He noted that members of the Commission had 

been personally attacked regarding this matter. 

 

Commissioners Beck and Boyd stated their opinion that this matter was a 

personal decision for the voters and not for the Commission as a legislative body to 

publically support.  They felt the Resolution was outside the duties and responsibilities 

of the Commission. 

 

Commissioner Turner-Smedley indicated that she had received hundreds of 

phone calls and emails in support of the Resolution.  She stated that approval of 

Amendment 1 would help legislators to be able to provide better information on this 

subject. She stated her intent to support this Resolution.

Commissioner Boyd stated he did not intend to vote on this item, as he felt it 

should not be under the purview of the Commission. 

 

Commissioner Mackey expressed his agreement with a more limited government 

on matters such as these. He stated that the voters of Hamilton County would have the 

opportunity at the General Election in November to vote their own convictions. 

 

The foregoing Resolution was adopted on a Roll Call vote, with the following 

members of the County Commission being present and voting as follows:

A RESOLUTION TO AMEND THE DISTANCE REQUIREMENT TO BE 
ENFORCED IN THE GRANTING OF THE RIGHT TO SELL BEER BY THE 
PACKAGE WITHIN HAMILTON COUNTY, TENNESSEE, FROM ITS PRESENT 
750 FEET OF A CHURCH, SCHOOL OR OTHER PLACES OF PUBLIC 
GATHERING TO 200 FEET. 
 

WHEREAS,  as authorized by Tennessee Code Annotated Section 57-5-107 
et seq., this county legislative body adopted Resolution No. 
1278-52 which empowered the Hamilton County Beer Board  
to deny all applications for the sale of beer by the package 
where such applicant’s building at its nearest point is less than 
seven hundred fifty (750) feet from the nearest point of the 
building of a church, school or other places of public gathering, 
the measurement thereof to be made by a straight line from 
said points; and  

 
WHEREAS,  Hamilton County is growing rapidly, and by reason thereof, 

desirable locations for the sale of beer by the package are 
practically impossible to find under the present restrictions, 
especially in consideration of the fact that new laws have been 
enacted by the Tennessee General Assembly which allow 
grocery stores to sell beer; and 

 
WHEREAS,  the sale of beer by the package is, in all practicality, the same 

as the sale of any other legal commodity; and  
 
WHEREAS,  this county legislative body in its discretion, verily believes 

that by reason of the foregoing there is and should be a 
distinction drawn between the sale of beer by the package and 
the consumption thereof on the premises; and  

 



 

 

WHEREAS,  the City of Chattanooga (which comprises a larger portion of 
Hamilton County than any other municipality) allows the sale 
of beer by the package to be within two hundred (200) feet (as 
measured from doorway to doorway) from a church, school or 
other place of public gathering. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THIS COUNTY LEGISLATIVE BODY 
IN SESSION ASSEMBLED: 
 

That, under the authority of Tennessee Code Annotated Section 57-5-107 et 
seq., the Hamilton County Beer Board be, and hereby is, instructed to deny all 
applications for the sale of beer by the package where such applicant’s building 
at its nearest point is less than two hundred (200) feet (as measured from 
doorway to doorway) from a church, school or other places of public gathering, 
the measurement thereof to be made by a straight line from said points. 
 

BE IF FURTHER RESOLVED THAT THIS RESOLUTION TAKE EFFECT FROM 
AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE, THE PUBLIC WELFARE REQUIRING IT.

RESOLUTION 

 

 

 A RESOLUTION CLARIFYING THE HEALTH INSURANCE BENEFITS 

AVAILABLE TO HAMILTON COUNTY EMPLOYEES UPON THEIR 

RETIREMENT AS PREVIOUSLY PROMULGATED BY RESOLUTION NO. 392-15, 

AS AMENDED. 

WHEREAS,  by Resolution No. 392-15, this county legislative body 

enumerated certain benefits available to Hamilton 

County employees upon their retirement; and  

WHEREAS,  said resolution was later amended (by Resolutions 

numbered 492-16 and 492-53); and  

WHEREAS,  clarification still needs to be made as to the expressed 

intent of said previous resolutions as adopted, while in no 

way altering or amending said previous resolutions. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THIS COUNTY LEGISLATIVE BODY 

IN SESSION ASSEMBLED: 

 

That Hamilton County, Tennessee shall provide to its employees upon their respective  

 retirement the following benefits, in addition to those to which they are specifically  

 qualified to receive through the Tennessee Consolidated Retirement System “TCRS”): 

 

1. Any employee retiring before reaching the age of sixty (60) years, and having  less 

than thirty (30) years of service with Hamilton County, will not be allowed to 

continue on the County’s health insurance plan.  

 

2. Any employee retiring with thirty (30) years of service to Hamilton County, 

irrespective of their age at the time of their retirement, shall be allowed to continue 

on the County’s health insurance plan after their retirement until they attain the age 

at which they will be eligible for Medicare coverage and shall not be required to 

pay for said coverage.  Such employee’s spouse and/or child(ren) (as may be 

federally-required for coverage of health insurance), shall likewise be entitled to 



remain on the County’s health insurance plan until said spouse attains the age at 

which they are eligible for Medicare coverage, and/or the child(ren) attains the age 

at which they are no longer allowed to be covered by their parent’s plan. 

 

3. Any employee retiring upon reaching the age of 60 years, with no less than ten (10) 

years and no more than fifteen (15) years of service to Hamilton County, shall be 

allowed to continue on the County’s health insurance plan after their retirement 

until they attain the age at which they will be eligible for Medicare coverage by 

paying two-thirds (2/3) of the monthly rate as non-retired employees of the County.   

Such employee’s spouse and/or child(ren) (as may be federally-required for 

coverage of health insurance), shall likewise be entitled to remain on the County’s 

health insurance plan until said spouse attains the age at which they are eligible for 

Medicare coverage, and/or the child(ren) attains the age at which they are no longer 

allowed to be covered by their parent’s plan. 

 

4. Any employee retiring upon reaching the age of 60 years, with a minimum of 

fifteen (15) years but less than twenty (20) years of service to Hamilton County, 

shall be shall be allowed to continue on the County’s health insurance plan after 

their retirement until they attain the age at which they will be eligible for Medicare 

coverage by paying one-third (1/3) of the monthly rate as non-retired employees of 

the County.   Such employee’s spouse and/or children (as may be federally-

required for coverage of health insurance), shall likewise be entitled to remain on 

the County’s health insurance plan until said spouse attains the age at which they 

are eligible for Medicare coverage, and/or the child(ren) attains the age at which 

they are no longer required to be covered by their parent’s plan. 

 

5. Any employee retiring upon reaching the age of 60 years, with a minimum of 

twenty (20) years but less than thirty (30) years of service to Hamilton County, 

shall be shall be allowed to continue on the County’s health insurance plan after 

their retirement until they attain the age at which they will be eligible for Medicare 

coverage, and shall not be required to pay for said coverage.   Such employee’s 

spouse and/or children (as may be federally-required for coverage of health 

insurance), shall likewise be entitled to remain on the County’s health insurance 

plan until said spouse attains the age at which they are eligible for Medicare 

coverage, and/or the child(ren) attains the age at which they are no longer required 

to be covered by their parent’s plan. 



6. Any employee retiring upon reaching the age wherein they are eligible for 

Medicare shall not be allowed to continue on the County’s health insurance plan.   

However, such employee’s spouse at the time of the employee’s retirement and/or 

child(ren) (as may be federally-required for coverage of health insurance) shall be 

entitled to remain on the County’s health insurance plan until said spouse attains 

the age at which they are eligible for Medicare coverage, and/or the child(ren) 

attains the age at which they are no longer required to be covered by their parent’s 

plan.  

 

7. Once a rate has been determined for a retiree, said retiree’s monthly rate will 

remain the same until coverage is cancelled. 

 

8. All coverage for the retiree and/or their spouse will cease upon each becoming 

eligible for Medicare. 

 

9. Employees eligible for retirement must elect coverage at the date of their retirement 

and must pay their required share monthly, in advance. 

 

10. Any retiree and/or their spouse who acquires employment subsequent to their 

retirement from the County and has health insurance available to them through 

their post-retirement employment shall not be eligible to continue on the County’s 

health insurance plan until they are eligible for Medicare. 

 

11. In the event of the death of a retiree, the surviving spouse will continue to be 

covered on the County’s health insurance plan until the earlier of: their remarriage, 

they become eligible for Medicare, or the elapse of ten (10) years from the date of 

the death of the retired County employee.   

 

12. Health insurance coverage for the retiree’s dependent child(ren) shall continue until 

said dependent attains the age at which federal guidelines would no longer require 

the retiree to provide health insurance for said dependent. 

 

13. All County employees shall be given full credit toward their retirement 

requirements for up to four (4) years of United States military service.  

 

14. Future amendments to this policy will require a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the county 

legislative body.
