Judge Moore asked Barry Bennett of the Planning Commission if this 
property was next to the property that was previously zoned for a meat­
packing plant. Mr. Bennett said that was right.

Judge Moore stated that the Planning Commission had recommended that 
this petition be approved for only that portion of the site north of the 
south right-of-way line of the power line easement which crosses the 
property. This petition had been heard at the May 3 meeting and deferred 
until this date at the request of Mr. Shadden.

Judge Moore asked if anyone was present in opposition. Attorney 
Ron Durby said that he represented a group of people who were opposed 
to the rezoning. Several people stood with Mr. Durby.

Mr. Shadden stated that in selecting a piece of property he had tried 
to get one for an industrial park, and had an interested party who wanted 
to put in a warehouse. He said the Planning Commission had approved only 
the portion mentioned above which was 600' wide and that it would be 
difficult to develop the back part. He added that he had the signatures 
of 5 property owners within 50 0 feet and they have no objections to the 
rezoning (3 of these actually adjoin the property). He thought he had
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no opposition but realized now that he did have some. He said that everyone 
knows that the north end of the County is a depressed area and they need 
industrial development.

Judge Moore asked if this was entered from Sequoyah Road. Mr. Shadden 
said the property fronts on Sequoyah Road.

Mr. Bennett showed slides of the area. Mr. Shadden pointed out on 
the zoning map the people who had signed saying they had no objection.
He added that these are all large tracts of land.

Mr. Durby said that he is representing the group opposing the rezoning, 
a group including Mr. Ben Mason, Mr. Raymond Gross, a Mr. Love, and a 
Mr. Pearson. He said that two out of four of the people for the rezoning 
have commercial property or want a commercial zoning for their property.
Mr. Durby said that Mr. Mason wanted to speak for the group.

Mr. Mason showed on the map where he lives. He said that his 
property has 1200 or 1300 feet of frontage on Hamby Road directly across 
from the property Mr. Shadden wants to rezone. Mr. Mason said that he 
had understood that an entrance could not be made from Hamby Road. He 
said that Mr. Love's property is to the south and he did not sign the 
petition supporting this, that he is very much opposed and is planning 
to develop this tract as residential property. Mr. Mason said that he 
himself had planned to develop some of his property, residentially 
eventually. He said that he had originally moved out there for privacy, 
that he has about 40 acres. He added that when the corner property was 
rezoned he opposed that as well. Mr. Mason said that the big problem 
is that they don't know what is going to be put on the property. He 
added that anytime he has ever asked for rezoning he had had to present 
plans, and he doesn't understand how this can be done without plans. He 
said he had moved out there for peace and quiet and it doesn't appear that 
he is going to get it. He said that he is opposed to the rezoning without

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knowing the plans. He said that he knows he speaks for the others right 
across the road. He added that he lives there year round and will know 
everything that goes on. He repeated that he is opposed to rezoning for 
commercial use.

Mr. Gross stated that one party out there already has a petition 
for a trailer court and he understands that is coming up soon for rezoning. 
Mr. Shadden said he had no knowledge of other zoning requests, that he had 
gotten the signatures from those agreeing with the rezoning months ago.
He added that heavy industry cannot be put in there under the zoning he is 
requesting.

Councilman Penley suggested postponing a decision on this for 30 days 
to investigate what is to be put on the property. -Judge Moore said that 
he hated to ask all these people to come back. Councilman Penley said 
that he felt they should know what is to be put on the property before 
they vote.

Councilman Puller asked if some of the soil was taken off, would it 
not have to be tested again to see if the remaining soil would perk.
Mr. Bennett told the Council that the Land Capability Study indicated 
that any heavy development on that particular area would not be suited 
because of the steepness and the type of soil that is there. He said the 
underlying bedrock is generally unstable according to a general study 
that was done (he said it was not a specific study in terms of tests having 
been run on the property). He said according to that study a great deal 
of cutting would have to be done in order to determine the actual soil. 
Judge Moore pointed out that if a particular light industry was going 
in a building permit would have to be obtained and the approval of the 
Health Department would be necessary.

J U N E  T E R M
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Councilman Fuller asked if the railroad spur would be available for 
a side track. Mr. Bennett said he thought they would be able to use the 
facilities, that that is usually the case. Mr. Mason pointed out that the 
railroad was built by TVA which is private so he did not know if it could 
be used other ways.

Judge Moore said that TVA had intended that the entire area be 
utilized for industrial purposes and had indicated to him that the rail­
road track would be made available. He said that the Resolution was drawn 
in accordance with the recommendation of the Planning Commission, and the 
portion to be zoned fronts on Sequoyah Road and is on the railroad portion.

Councilman Fuller asked if the Resolution as it is drawn and what 
was initially asked for are two different things. Judge Moore said this 
was true, that the Planning Commission did not recommend rezoning of the 
whole thing, only the area fronting on Sequoyah Road, and the balance would 
not be rezoned at this time. Mr. Bennett said that the Planning Commission 
had felt that rezoning of the front portion would cause no problem since 
it was further form the residential area and was more level. He added 
that one problem was an Electric Power Board easement 600' wide which 
would, render that portion undevelopable. He said the front portion would 
be reasonable and after that was developed there would be more idea of 
what the soil was like to see if any of the rest could be developed.

Councilman Fuller questioned if 600' was not unusually wide for an
easement, noting that was the length of 2 football fields. Mr. Shadden

\  - said that it covered 30 acres. Mr. Bennett said that since it lay between
the rear and front sections of the property, they would almost have to be
two developments. Councilman Fuller asked, for clarification, if it was
the rear section that slopes. Mr. Bennett said that it was and was also
the section closest to the residential development, and that was the

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portion the Planning Commission objected to rezoning. Judge Moore asked 
if ti was also the staff recommendation to rezone the front portion. Mr. 
Bennett said that it was.

Mr. Mason said that he did not understand that it was just the 
section on Sequoyah Road that was being rezoned. He said that he didn't 
really have too much objection to that part being rezoned, that it was 
the section close to his property that he objected to. Judge Moore told 
him that that portion was not in the Resolution, only the front section, 
that the Resolution follows the Planning Commission recommendation.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that said Director is further authorized, 
at his discretion, to reduce the limits as set forth within the said 
"Master List of Roads and Speeds" in order to provide added protection 
from certain road hazards of an inherent nature such as curves and 
hills, and other matters of potential hazard and unsafety such as 
school zones, business zones and any and all other factors which may 
pose a danger to the public, posting such reduced maximum speed limits

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ON MOTION of Judge Moore, seconded by Councilman Mayfield, the 
foregoing Resolution was unanimously Adopted by Acclamation. Total 
present-5.

Judge Moore stated that this Resolution basically changes some titles 
and sets up the possibility of staffing for the County Executive as of 
September 1. He mentioned the positions of Assistant County Executive, 
Executive Assistant, Administrative Assistant. He pointed out that Adminis­
trative Assistant to the County Executive would be exempt under the personnel 
policy. Judge Moore said that it is frankly imperative that the new County 
Executive be given some flexibility in staffing. He said that it is diffi­
cult for the Chief Executive (be he County Judge or County Executive) to 
be everywhere and he needs people to send to represent him in his official 
capacity. Judge Moore moved that this Resolution be adopted. Mr. Knowles 
told Judge Moore that the Clerk's Office needs the specifications of these 
jobs for the files. Judge Moore told Mr. Knowles that these were on record 
in the personnel office and that Mr. Knowles didn't really want these. Mr. 
Knowles said that he was not talking about just these papers, that he meant 
all official records that go through the Council and all the things attached. 
Judge Moore pointed out that the Resolution provides that copies of these 
are on file in the personnel office.

Councilman Fuller said that it was his understanding that these were 
simply to establish some framework within which the new County Executive 
can or cannot function. He asked if the insurance coordinator was also 
along with this. Judge Moore said that the insurance coordinator had 
already been voted on and employed. Councilman Fuller noted that there
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is a security guard supervisor and court officer, but this is simply 
allowing for the possibility of this, not dictating that it must happen.
Judge Moore said that was right, that once the budget is set up it cannot 
be amended until May 1, so any of these items that are not put in by 
July 1 could not be added until May 1. He said if the new County 
Legislative body is not pleased with the titles, they can be changed, but 
if there was no money made available then the positions could not be filled 
at all.

Councilman Mayfield noted that whoever the new County Executive is, he 
will need all the help he can get. He added that the new County Executive 
may or may not do this, but in the event he feels he needs help the mechanism 
is there to work with the Legislative body to do this. He said that he 
would second Judge Moore's motion.

ON MOTION of Judge Moore, seconded by Councilman Mayfield, to adopt 
the foregoing Resolution. (Councilman Long submitted the attached job 
descriptions to Clerk Knowles for the record.) Councilman Fuller noted 
that these positions were exempt from the merit system and asked if being 
exempt meant that it would be at the.County Executive's pleasure only. 
Councilman Mayfield said that he might want to bring his mother or daddy 
to hold his hand, that it will be a tedious time for whomever it may be, 
and he will need cooperation. Judge Moore said that he might need a 
body guard.

Councilman Fuller said that the exempt status bothered him some.
Judge Moore said that the County Manager is exempt now, and of course 
the County will no longer have one, but whoever takes that position (or 
responsibility) would continue to be exempt. He added that the Administrative 
Assistant is already exempt. He said if the County Executive does not 
have confidence in his administrative assistant, then he ought to be the 
one that says he needs somebody else.
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Councilman Fuller said that the reason he questions this is  that the 

people elect the County Commission but then the Commission would not have 

anything to say about certain things. Councilman Mayfield asked i f  these 

appointments would not be on the recommendation of the County Executive, 

subject to the approval of the Commission. Judge Moore said that the law 

says the sta ff may be appointed subject to the approval of the County 

legislative  body. He said he would assume from that that these sta ff  

positions (whatever sta ff he desire) w ill have to be submitted to and 

approved by the Legislative Body. Councilman Fuller noted that once they 

approve them though, then the County Legislative Body has no power to 

terminate. Councilman Mayfield added this could be an untenable position.

Judge Moore said the Legislature has created the same system of 

government existing on a state and national level. He said the body w ill 

have, a ll  legislative  powers, whether Council or County Commission. He said 

that "you" w ill set policy, "you" meaning the members of the Council who are 

running for Commission who might be elected to the new body. He said i t  

would appear from the Act that i t  is the Legislature's intent to have 

this same system of government with executive and legislative  branches. 

Councilman Fuller suggested that the next session of the Legislature in 

Nashville would need to clarify  certain points but until that time, during 

this period, there w ill be unanswered questions. Councilman Mayfield 

said they w ill have to have a lo t of fa ith . Judge Moore noted that there 

are more questions than answers. Councilman Fuller stated that on that 

basis he would demur.

Judge Moore asked i f  there were other delegations to appear before 

the Council.

Mr. David Minks said that he lived in the Ridge Bay subdivision near 

the County Park. He said that he was present with a petition to try to 

get something done about the tra ffic  through the' subdivision. Mr. Minks
I

said that the situation in his neighborhood is intolerable, that a ll  

manner of people use i t  as a shortcut from Pinkey's Point, everything from 

drug tr a ffic , sex, and drunkards on down. He said that many people come 

through from sober to blind drunk at a high rate of speed. He said that 

their primary concern is the children, that there are many small children 

in the neighborhood and they don't think not to run into the street. He 

added that they are afraid a drunk is  going to run over a child. Mr. Minks 

said that the petitioners were asking that the County Council do one or 

a combination of these things with utmost speed and urgency: (1) post 

no thru tr a ffic  signs or place a locked gate across the rear entrance (the 

reason for the rear entrance is because'of a h i l l  that is  hard to climb” in 

bad weather in the winter time) (2) lower speed lim it from 3 0 mph to 15 or 

20 mph. Councilman Mayfield asked i f  the 30 mph is  being enforced. Mr.

Minks said that the County police give leeway and they feel that 3 0 'is  too 

fa st. He said many of the children are under 6 and people come out of the 

TVA property and burn rubber to the top of the h i l l .  Mr. Minks said that 

most of the residents had signed the petition. Mr. Minks said another 

suggestion was speed humps, and added that the road was not intended as a 

public thoroughfare for drunks. He said i t  did not bother him that people 

use a short cut at a reasonable rate of speed but they would really like  

i t  stopped altogether. He said some of the cars have loud mufflers and 

burn rubber up the h i l l .  He said i f  the police s it  at the top of the 

h i l l ,  people seem to know th is . He repeated that this needs to be stopped. 

He said they were suggesting that through tra ffic  be prohibited and that 

Mr. Freeman of TVA be asked to stop access to the park after dark.
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Councilman Fuller asked i f  this was the h i l l  with the divider strip  

and houses on either side. Mr. Minks said that i t  was.

Councilman Mayfield suggested that the matter be referred to Mr. 

Proctor concerning putting up signs. He added that i t  should be patrolled 

but, of course, this was impossible 24 hours a day.

Jerry Nabors, who also lives in the subdivision, said that there are 

patrolmen in front of his house two or three times a week and some of the 

speeders have been caught, but added that there can't be one there a ll  the 

time. He also suggested that a gate be put up at the back entrance because 

none of the people who live there use that entrance except in the winter­

time. Judge Moore said that there would be a problem putting a gate across 

a public road, that he thought i t  would violate the law. Mr. Henniss 

asked i f  this was a public road. Mr. Minks said that Gold Point Road was 

a public road and people used to use i t .  He added that i t  had never been 

intended that their road be used as a thoroughfare.

Judge Moore told Mr. Minks that there was no question that he had 

a problem, but other than law enforcement he did not know what they could 

do, that they could not erect gates across a public road. Mr. Minks said 

that they had tried for three years to get a 4-way stop sign, that there 

is no stop sign and there have almost been collisions there. He added that 

i t  would help some i f  i t  was a stop street, and also a sign saying no 

through tr a ffic , and a lower speed lim it.

Councilman Fuller suggested that a sign saying no through tra ffic  

could be put up to see i f  that would deter some and then Mr. Proctor could 

make a study to see i f  a 4-way stop sign would be helpful.

Judge Moore said that Mr. Proctor should look into the tr a ffic  problems 

and Mr. Henniss into the legal ramifications.

Mr. Minks told the Council that they would appreciate help.

FAIRVIEW ROAD -  REQUEST FOR IMPROVEMENT AND WIDENING

Judge Moore asked i f  there were other delegations.

Mike Matthew of Hidden Harbor presented a petition asking that the 

Council look into the p ossib ility  of trying to widen and improve the road, 

Fairview, between Big Ridge Road and Gold Point Circle. He said with the 

new subdivisions out there, there is quite a lo t of tr a ffic . He told the 

Council that the County Engineer took a tra ffic  count and there were 1066 

vehicles in one day. Mr. Matthew said the road is very narrow and they 

do have problems with school buses and there w ill be more later. He said 

there are 14 0 signatures on the petition, asking that the road be re-surveyed 

and widened i f  possible. He added that they would like some action.

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Judge Moore stated that a preliminary meeting as required by law was 

held on May 30, 1978 in the Council room at 9 a.m. He said that there 

were no requests at that time. He further stated that in accordance 

with the requirement for a second meeting to be held by the legislative  

body, the Council is meeting this morning at 10:30 a.m. pursuant to the 

advertisement of said meeting and propose the revenue sharing fund uses 

of $3,045,760 accumulated through period 9 (over several years).

Councilman Mayfield asked i f  this money was already in the bank?

Judge Moore stated that the funds were either on hand or w ill be by the 

time they are expended.

The proposals for the $3 million are listed  on the foregoing sheet. 

Judge Moore noted that some of the capital expenditures include things 

like a new heating system at White Oak, some remodeling and replacement 

at Silverdale and at the Courthouse complex not otherwise covered by other 

funds, for a total expenditure of $3,045,760.

Councilman Long asked i f  the money designated for "Park" was just 

Hamilton County Park. Judge Moore stated that i t  was for the various 

County parks, that the County now has three parks, not just one. Councilman 

Mayfield asked i f  this was on his side of the river, in his d istr ic t. 

Councilman Fuller noted that he did not have a park in his d istr ic t . Judge 

Moore facetiously complained that this was starting already. Councilman 

Fuller said i t  might not be a bad idea to have one in his d istrict since 

the northeast part of the County feels like a stepchild.

Councilman Fuller asked what agencies Judge Moore anticipated would 

move into the Park Tower Building in view of the fact that the City did 

not desire any space there? Judge Moore said that in itia lly  the County 

is going to have to do something with the Data Processing Department.

He said that the Data Processing equipment is very heavy and cannot be

J U N E  T E R M  i 9 Z 8.
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easily carried; i t  must be carried by machinery even up small steps. He 

said that new equipment is  now necessary and.they feel i t  must be put at 

ground level and the only ground level space is on Cherry Street, where 

Community Development is now located. He added that this space is  within 

100 square feet of the space Data Processing needs.

Councilman Mayfield noted that that was where IBM started in Chattanooga 
with Data Processing, so the location might be fitting.

Judge Moore said that Data Processing w ill move to the Cherry Street 

location and Community Development w ill have to have other -quarters. He 

added that there is a great deal of w alkingtraffic. in the Manpower o ffic e , 

so they w ill need to be on: either the f ir s t  or second floor of the Park 

Tower. He said that the third floor is used by Bouquard Engineering. He 

added that the 4th floor has 4 or 5 small o ffices and a large one.

Judge Moore said that they expect to move some administrative offices 

there.

Councilman Mayfield said he assumed that was what Judge Moore had 

referred to on Wednesday (at the joint city-county budget hearing) as 

things in abeyance. Judge Moore said that was right, because until the 
City made their decision yesterday that they did not want to move the 
plans could not be firmed up. He said that they need to move Community 
Development immediately from Cherry Street. Councilman Fuller asked if 

the space on the first floor of the Park Tower would require much work 
to ready it? Judge Moore said that it would require some and there were 
two ways to do it. He explained that they could either build walls or 
buy movable walls. Judge Moore said that Don Loftis of Community Develop­
ment said that he would feel more comfortable with movable walls because 
they would provide more flexibility.

Councilman Fuller noted that these flexible partitions are extremely 
expensive (unless he got "took" when he bought his, which he said he 

probably did) .

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Mr. Browder said he fe lt  they were more useful than stationery walls. 

Judge Moore agreed that they were awfully expensive and he didn't know 

why. He said they had looked into this previously when they redid the 

Cherry Street building and i t  was cheaper to build than to buy, but once 

the walls were built th at's the end of i t .

Councilman Fuller said that he thought the movable walls were probably 

a good idea but he would hope they would not build individual o ffic e s , 

since they are trying to conserve.

Judge Moore said that Mr. Loftis had said they would be better o ff  

using the portable walls. He said i t  had been his experience over the 

past few years that in building permanent walls one tends to build more 

private o ffices , rather than simply a llottin g space.

Councilman Fuller asked i f  Community Development would take the f ir s t  

floor of the Park Tower? Judge Moore answered the f ir s t  and second, that 

they are now spread a ll  over, having offices at the Courthouse too, on the 

3 h  floor.

Councilman Fuller asked how long Bouquard would be on the 3rd floor? 

Mr. Browder said for two years, or until the end of the 1980 fisc a l year. 

Judge Moore said the County needs to make a determination concerning the 

4th and 5th floors, about what needs to go there. He explained that one 

problem is the elevators. He said that they are very old and slow and 

not adaptable to self-operation.

Councilman Mayfield noted that the doors are at least wide enough to 

get a wheel chair in.

Judge Moore said i f  i t  becomes necessary to put in self-service  

elevators, and that this is probably more desirable for a long-range 

plan, i t  would not be necessary to do extensive structural remodeling 

as had to be. done at the Elks Building. He .explained that because of 

having to widen the door and doing extensive remodeling on the entire 

shaft i t  took a very long time. He said at least in the Park Tower, with
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two elevators, one can be redone while the other is s t i l l  being used.

He told the Council that he had received many complaints from people 

using the Elks Building while the elevator was out.
v_

Councilman Long asked how long that elevator.was out. Judge Moore 

facetiously said that i t  seemed forever, barely shy of 50 years, but was 

actually about 6 months. Councilman Long asked the cost of rebuilding

that elevator. Judge Moore said that i t  was $45,000 including a l l  the
\

extra work. He explained that i t  had to be almost tota lly  rebuilt, that 

they had to sink a shaft about 2 0 or 30 feet. Mr. Browder said that i t  

was a hydraulic elevator.

Judge Moore said that each floor in the Park Tower has individual

heating and air conditioning. He added that Bouquard did a superb job
f

in the basic engineering fa c ilit ie s  and u t i l i t ie s . He said he had never 

seen finer electrical wiring fa c ilit ie s  than are in that building. 

Councilman Mayfield said that a lo t of money had been spent.

Judge Moore said that the basics are in the building, but there are 

other things to be added. He said the top floor windows are simply boarded 

up. Councilman Fuller asked about the basement, i f  i t  was in good shape. 

Judge Moore affirmed i t  was in good shape. Mr. Browder said i t  only needs 

cleaning up. Judge Moore explained that the basement is on two or three 

levels and has an elevator o ff the a lley . Councilman Mayfield said that 

Wendell Kelley didn't own the a lley , did he? Judge Moore said he did not. 

Mr. Browder noted that i t  was too bad the Elks Building did not have the 

fa c ilit ie s  that the Park Tower has, sprinkler system, etc. He said the 

Elks Building is  wood, but at the time i t  was the only building available 

and now the County has an investment there. Judge Moore noted that i t  is  

over 80 years old. Mr. Browder said the other building is old too but is  

constructed well.
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Councilman Fuller asked i f  the present computer is  now up to capacity. 

Mr. Browder told him that, having anticipated a new computer, a ll  peripheral 

equipment had been purchased for use with a 370 generation of hardware.

He said the County has now grown to the point that they are exceeding 

capacity and the next logical step is to replace the control processing 

unit. He said he would be the last to t e l l  them that this was inexpensive, 

but he said they were proud of how they had gone through th is. He explained 

that i t  had cost less than half what most people would have accumulated 

with that level of hardware. He said that i t  is  the level of the C ity's  

and of the Krystal Company and somewhere around 1/3 of the money overall.

He said they had gotten i t  a piece at a time, not bought or rented from 

IBM. He said that IBM is high and that second party firms who purchase 

IBM equipment that has been sold one time and used for a few years are 

considerably cheaper and he mentioned Telex.

Councilman Fuller asked what would be done with the outgrown computer. 

Mr. Browder said i t  would be traded in, but that generation -  1966-67 -  is  

not worth a lo t , because the computer has changed a great deal in 10 -  12 

years.

Councilman Mayfield agreed that technologically they have changed 

a great deal and he was surprised i t  was worth anything.

Judge Moore stated that this concluded the part of the meeting relative  

to revenue sharing. Mr. Browder said i t  should be noted that the final 

budget on revenue sharing would be part of the budget adopted by the County 

Council when the over-all budget is  adopted later this month.

Regulations to allow the use of a private road. Judge Moore stated that 
Mr. Schenck should be advised that it is necessary for him to go before 
the Planning Commission for this matter to be considered before the 
Council can consider it. Judge Moore said it was the same thing as with 
Hinkle, as he recalled.

PRESENTATION OF URGENT NEEDS OF THE CITY AND COUNTY SCHOOLS

Judge Moore stated that representatives of the City and County Schools 
were present today to make presentations to the Council. He introduced 
Dr. Dale Carter, superintendent of the Hamilton County Schools, and 
Mr. Jim McCullough, acting superintendent of the Chattanooga Public 
Schools.

Dr. Carter stated that for some time there had been questions concern­
ing the prospective needs of the two school systems. He said it has been 
indicated that it is the desire of Mayor Rose and the County Council to 
study with the Planning Commission the long-range needs of both systems.
He said they are agreeable with this and would like to initiate the study.
He added, however, that they have at this time needs that are urgent in 
both systems, needs that would not be contested by anyone. He said he and 
Mr. McCullough were appearing today to present these needs to the Council 
and they would both be happy to answer questions with regard to these needs. 
He added that they wanted to continue with the study of long-range needs.

Dr. Carter read the attached list of immediate needs, giving an 
estimated cost of the projects as 4.4 million dollars.
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Superintendent McCullough stated that the City School system concurred 
in what Dr. Carter said. He said that the projects they are asking con­
sideration on are projects both systems agree on. He said that both systems 
have classroom type needs, that the same situation is true of both. He 
said they both do have needs they are not asking to be considered at this 
time. He said they felt the concern of the Council should be the most 
pressing needs, and these are priority projects.

Superintendent McCullough read the attached list of current classroom 
needs, giving a total estimated cost of 4.1 million dollars. He added 
that they do have other needs but they are the ones that should be dealt 
with now.

Judge Moore asked if any of the Council members had questions.

Councilman Fuller stated that he wanted to commend both of the 
Superintendents for sitting down together and trying to get the needs 
of both systems on a priority basis. He said he felt this was a positive 
and progressive step.

Judge Moore agreed and said that they had all met in his office, and 
he felt that the attitude of cooperation and general desire to meet the 
needs of the over-all community had truly been outstanding. He said he 
did commend them for this.

Dear Judge Moore:

The immediate and long range projections of needs for additional classroom spaces 
for Hamilton County Schools have been sent to you on various occasions over the 
past several months. For your consideration in the present budget preparations, 
the following update of pressing immediate needs is provided:

A new thirty (30) classroom elementary school to be located in the 
Daisy-Dallas area designed to relieve the overcrowded conditions 
in the elementary schools of this area and to go as far as possible 
toward replacing the present Daisy Elementary School.

A seven (7) room addition to the Westview Elementary School.
Students w.ere shuttled from this school to Ooltewah Elementary 
School during this past school term and we expect to relieve 
the overcrowding next year by temporarily transferring the fifth 
grade into the Middle School, building.

A two (2) room addition to the Ooltewah Elementary- School to pre­
vent the reverse shuttling of students back to Westview Elementary 
School.

Renovation and addition to the Ganns-Middle Valley Elementary 
School.

All of these projects could be utilized immediately. Any further delay in the 
beginning of construction will present serious problems to all of the communi­
ties affected. The estimated cost of these projects is 4.4 million dollars.

CURRENT CLASSROOM NEEDS- 
CHATTANOOGA PUBLIC SCHOOLS

Project No. 1 -- New Elementary School in the Hixson Area
This project will contain 28 classrooms with special education facilities 
and a student capacity of approximately 800. Bidding is scheduled for August 

- with completion by September, 1979.. When complete the building will relieve 
overcrowding at Hixson and Dupont Elementary Schools plus anticipated school 
population growth in that area. It Is estimated that it will be filled at 
the time that It is opened. The completed project will also make available 
six relocatable classrooms now in use at Hixson and Dupont Elementary Schools 
for use elsewhere In the system where schools are operating either on double 
kindergarten sessions or on class size waiver from the state.

Project No. 2 —  Addition to Hixson Junior High School
This project will provide a new cafeteria and industrial arts space plus 
eight additional classrooms at Hixson Junior High. It will also release 
three relocatable classrooms for use elsewhere to' serve overcrowded elemen­
tary schools.

Project No. 3 —  Addition to Tyner Junior High School
This project will provide a new cafeteria at Tyner Junior High School plus 
eight additional classrooms and a music instruction area at the junior high 
school where none now exists. It will also free six relocatable classrooms 
to be used elsewhere to relieve overcrowded elementary schools.

TOTAL ESTIMATED COST OF THESE THREE PROJECTS IS 4.1 MILLION DOLLARS.



REPORT OF INDIGENT AUDIT AT ERLANGER HOSPITAL BY COUNTY AUDITOR DON DOWNEY

Mr. Downey presented a dopy of the report (see attached) to each 
Councilman. He said that the report contains all the work done during 
the current year. He said that he had indicated in the cover letter 
with the report that he would contact each Council member individually.
He said that the report was in detail but he would summarize. Mr. Downey 
stated that the hospital accounting system does not provide adequate 
information to audit. He said however that the administration had agreed 
to make changes in procedure by August 1 to allow for an indigent audit.
He said that they had visited 7 area hospitals to determine how other 
communities handle this. He said two of the hospitals visited (UT Hospital 
in Knox County and Grady Memorial in Fulton-DeKalb County) used approaches 
possible for Hamilton County. Mr. Downey said the major question is what 
is the responsibility of the Hospital Authority toward funding. He said it 
is felt that the Hospital Authority should fund as much as they can without 
impairing the ability to compete with hospitals that are on a private 
basis. He added that there are 100 indigent beds. He said the Hospital 
Authority is a government established by referendum voted on by the people. 
He said it has a responsibility, and this responsibility is part of the 
cost of indigent care. Mr. Downey said that he would be glad to answer 
questions.

Councilman Fuller told Mr. Downey since he indicated that he would 
talk to each Councilman and go over the report, he would like to defer 
his questions until after that. He said that it might be necessary that 
the Council take specific action regarding the recommendations, but he 
would prefer to be more knowledgeable about the report before making 
any recommendations.
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Councilman Mayfield noted that progress is slow and the problem is 
complex but he felt Mr. Downey and his staff had done a fine job.

Judge Moore commented that the attitude of cooperation between 
Mr. Downey and Erlanger had been exemplary and that there had been good 
efforts at cooperation to this point.

SUBJECT: . Report Of Indigent Audit

■Attached is the detailed report concerning the work performed 
by my office during this year at Erlanger Hospital. The purpose 
of the audit work was to determine the cost of providing medical 
care to indigents; however, due to many circumstances this goal 
was not achieved.

The task of providing accurate financial and statistical 
information on a group of individuals accumulating over ten 
thousand bills per year is immense. The approach we are now 
taking in cooperation with the Hospital administration is to 
set up a program of data gathering, establishing qualifying 
guidelines, and cost accumulation. This target data for starting 
this program is August 1, 197 8. I feel that an initial period 
of four months will be needed to work out the procedural problems 
and that an accurate cost figure can be attained thereafter.

The only major problems left unsolved is the amount of

ERLANGER HOSPITAL 
REPORT ON INDIGENT CARE AUDIT 

AS OF JUNE 19, 197 8

This report is made in response to Councilman's Mayfield 
request that an audit be made to determine the nature and cost of 
free medical service provided to indigent patients at Erlanger 
Hospital. Councilman Mayfield's request came as a result of 
Erlanger1s budget request of $4,000,000 to fund the cost of 
free service provided to Hamilton County indigents for 1977-78.
The establishment of a Hospital Authority also brought about a 
need to review the Hospital’s procedures regarding indigent care, 
set up definitive guidelines regarding indigent care and clarify 
the Hospital Authority's responsibilities for the care of indigents.

In our initial audit attempt we found that the Hospital's 
record keeping system was not designed in a way that would 
facilitate an indigent patient audit. The Hospital utilizes a 
purchased external data processing bureau (SHAS) and a purchased 
internal data accumulation system (MEDPRO). The MEDPRO system 
is connected to most of the revenue producing centers and 
accumulates charges by patient number. We were unable to obtain 
valid audit samples of this procedure as financial codes were 
not used consistently by the qualifying department (outpatient 
clinic) and the accounting department. For example, the "0” 
classification indicated free service (indigent patients) by the 
accounting department but the outpatient clinic used the "0" to 
designate service patients (patients seen by inhouse staff 
regardless of ability to pay)- Under these conflicting interpretations 
accounts with the “O" classification may later be written off to 
free service even if the patient is rated full pay (not indigent) by 
the outpatient department.

Another problem in trying to audit the free service account 
at Erlanger is the fact that the Horpital does not create an 
individual accounts receivable file or detail billing on outpatients, 
who are classified upon admission as "free service". Instead the 
revenue information is captured in a single summary general ledger 
control account. The "Daily Revenue Journal" which records revenue 
activity on all patients is listed by account code numbers. The 
accounts receivable files are arranged in alphabetical order by 
patient name. No summary listing is prepared and the volume, of 
patients makes manual comparisons extremely difficult. Because 
of the volume of such services and the manner of record keeping 
it is impractical to audit the details of such services.

*

To make the Council aware of the problems and request a 
different approach to Councilman Mayfield's request, we made an 
interim report to the Council on December 21, 1977. Since that 
time we have attempted to collect patient data by several methods 
including revising Erlanger's BEH-93 (Patient Account Adjustment
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Form) for use only on indigent account adjustments and writeoffs.
The MEDPRO system,used to accumulate data for SHAS,-was revised to 
provide identification of the individuals in the summary outpatient 
billing. MEDPRO; however, continues to have basic problems in 
that patient identification information is not stored. Therefore 
each time the patient visits the Hospital all the information 
must be reentered. Information for indigent outpatients is 
accumulated only in group amounts under a 99999 patient number 
and is posted as a direct charge to Hamilton County writeoff 
regardless of the amount of money collected. Please note; 
however, that funds collected (usually less than $5,000 per month) 
are paid in as an offset to. the indigency expense account. This 
results, in no bills being generated to the indigent patients.

Copies of accounts receivable tapes were furnished to us 
monthly by SHAS. This information was not very useful because 
no distincition was made between indigent and service patients.
The "O" and "Y" classification was used for both categories of 
patients.

We performed reviews of the Hamilton County writeoff account, 
free service revenue account and outpatient billing records for. 
January 197 8, and discovered that many patients rated full or 
partial billing were later determined to be uncollectible and 
charged to the Hamilton County writeoff account instead of being 
classified as bad debts. One example is a debit amount of 
$178,000 representing accounts turned over to Physicians Business 
Bureau (PBB) for collection. Our audit tests indicated 30% of 
these accounts were non-residents. We found no evidence that 
subsequent collections on these accounts were credited to the 
Hamilton County writeoff account. Please note that since this 
notification of finding the Hospital has begun crediting the 
Hamilton County writeoff account for subsequent collections on 
accounts written off. ■

Visits were made to seven other community hospitals to 
determine their procedures for handling the indigent care problem. 
The .following hospitals were visited:

Bradley County Memorial Hospital ■ -
South Pittsburgh Memorial Hospital (
Cumberland Medical Center
Metropolitan General Hospital, Nashville
Tri-County Hospital - ....  • ■ ...- -....
UT Hospital, Knoxville
Grady Memorial Hospital, Atlanta

♦

Bradley, South Pittsburgh and Cumberland received no funds 
from local government for indigent care. Tri-County receives funds 
for construction of facilities. Metropolitan is a County run 
hospital primarily for indigents.
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UT Hospital is a 480 bed hospital receiving payment from Knox 
County for indigent services. Knox County's cost last year was 
$2.4 million. Grady (Atlanta) is a Hospital Authority with a 
portion of the property tax rate. We found two basic approaches 
that could be used by Hamilton County and the Hospital Authority.

First is the procedure-followed'by the University of 
Tennessee (UT) Hospital, Knoxville. The UT Hospital has a medical 
service department paid by Knox County which qualifies all 
indigent patients. The Hospital files a cost report with the 
County and the County pays the Hospital on a per diem basis.

The second possible approach as done by the Grady Memorial '
Hospital (Fulton-Dekalb County Hospital Authority) is to have the 
Hospital hire the staff to qualify and verify the indigency of a 
patient based upon guidelines set by the Authority. The two 
counties fund the operating deficit of the Hospital up to a 
maximum of $5 million each.

The Hospital Authority established here is more closely like 
the Atlanta situation in organization; however, the funding is 
more like Knox County's program. The local Authority law 
(Section 12) requires Hamilton County to pay the cost of indigent 
care except that the Hospital Authority must first apply its 
adjusted profits to indigent care (a base County contribution of 
$3 million is required). Presently the Authority is operating at 
a profit so that the base contribution is being made.

We have ceased audit work for the present and are concentrating 
on installation of a program to qualify indigents and monitor 
costs. As required by law, this office has established a "definition" 
of indigency and submitted this to the Hospital administration for 
review. Many problems are yet to be solved as far as implementing 
this program; however, I am pleased with the cooperation from the 
Hospital and I feel that the program can be started by August 1,
197 8. The exact staffing and responsibilities have yet to be 
worked out. I have included my estimate of the County's cost in 
monitoring the indigent program in my department's budget request 
for 1978-79.

As a result of our review of indigent care provided by the 
Hospital we submit the following findings:

(1) Our examination showed that it is not presently possible 
to determine the Hospital's cost to care for the indigents 
of Hamilton County.

(2) The Hospital has a Hill-Burton obligation to provide 
approximately one million dollars of free service to 
indigents.
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(3) The financial codes as .used by the accounting department 
as indigent really indicate service patients' (patients 
treated by in-house staff) rather than ability to pay.

(4). $790,000 of accounts receivable was written off to 
Hamilton County free service from July 1977, to 
January 197 8, without review to verify indigency. Our 
test showed that the BEH-229 (qualification form) 
indicated these patients were billed a portion or full 
charge so they did not qualify as total indigent.

C5) Too many persons are authorized to writeoff accounts.
(6) The qualification of indigents is.done in the outpatient 

office. Procedures used are inadequate and the office 
is understaffed.

(7) Outpatient billings are prepared in the same manner as 
inpatient billings. A separate bill is prepared for 
each visit causing a h±gli^number-of account receivable 
files.

(8). No collection attempt is made in the emergency room.
(9) The Hospital administration does not recognize that

the Hospital Authority has any inherent responsibilities 
for the care of indigents. The Hospital administration's 
position is that they should provide the service with 
Hamilton County funding the entire cost.

(10) The Board of Trustee’s is genuinely interested in and 
working to correct the problems at Erlanger Hospital.

■Listed below are our recommendations for the findings 
referred to above:

(1) That the Council request the Board of Trustees to 
recognize that the Hospital’s change to a Hospital 
Authority brought with it certain inherent responsibilities 
as a government entity. Among these is the responsibility 
to care for indigents. The Hospital's administration 
should recognize and accept this responsibility as part 

• of its duties as a Hospital Authority. The basic 
question is how much of the indigency cost can the 
hospital carry without impairing its ability to compete 
with other area hospitals for private patients. It is . 
imperative that the Council and Board of Trustees 
establish a clear definition of the Authority's 
function and the County's funding role.
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(2) That a program be established which will attempt to 
secure all possible payments from State and Federal 
programs for medically indigent making local property 
tax dollars the last resort.

(3) That the Hospital should revise its financial codes to 
indicate patients ability to pay rather than patient 
type, i.e. service, only.

(4) That classification as indigent should be made upon 
entrance. Billings on which collection efforts are 
made should be bad debts.

(5) That the number of persons authorized to writeoff accounts
- - - receivable should be reduced to three employees. This

would increase control over accounts written off to the 
Hamilton County free service account.

(6) That indigency qualification should remain the responsi­
bility of the Hospital. The County will establish 
criteria for indigent patients and draw up recommendations 
for procedures to be followed by the Hospital in qualifying 
patients as indigents.

(7) That the procedures for billing outpatients should be 
revised so that one bill be prepared for outpatients 
who visit the hospital more than once. Patients should 
be assigned one patient number to be used for all 
Hospital billing. A continuing balance could then be 
utilized.

(8) That the Hospital should make every effort to collect 
from emergency room patients. Since it is impractical 
to determine if all such persons are indigent. These 
patients could be considered full pay (not indigent) 
and billed accordingly. It would then be the patients 
responsibility to come in and furnish the Uospital
with information required for determination of indigency.
If the patient is later determined to be indigent an 
adjustment could then be made to his emergency room bill.

There are certain areas either not addressed in this report 
or on which we have a conceptual or practical difference with the 
Hospital administration. A listing of these will be furnished to 
you shortly.

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Mr. Donald O'Conner, president and local delegate of the Chattanooga 
Chapter of the Tennessee Volunteers for Life, spoke. He said that the 
Council has been asked by the Hospital Authority to increase the appropria­
tion for next year. He said that his organization believes that the 
hospital is misusing the facilities in providing abortions and also in the 
ways listed on the attached memo. He cited costs listed in the table on 
page two of the attached memo, which indicate an abortion should cost 
about $80.00 and said that Erlanger claims their "break-even" price is 
$150., which Mr. O'Conner says is excessive. He said that the Erlanger 
Hospital Authority claims that Federal law requires that they perform 
abortions but over 80% of the public hospitals in the U. S. do not perform 
abortions. Mr. O'Conner said that his organization, as concerned citizens 
and taxpayers, is asking the Council to minimize any -misuse of County 
taxes, that they feel that "where there is smoke there is fire," and since 
the abortion situation is a misuse of tax money, there may be other areas 
where misuse also exists. He said they are asking the millions of dollars 
be spent for health, but nothing to take away life.

Judge Moore stated that the Planning Commission had recommended denial 

of this petition and there was no opposition to this request at the hearing. 
(The County Council heard this petition on May 24, 1978, and referred it 
back to the Planning Commission to be amended.)

Judge Moore asked John Preston of the Planning Commission if slides were 
available on this property. Barry Bennett of the Planning Commission showed 

the slides. Mr. Bennett said the amendment on this application was for a 
Planned Unit Development which reduced the number of apartments.

Mr. Jerry Houser, one of the developers, said that since the last Council 
meeting, they had done a great deal of research and made some changes. He 
said they had done work on the septic system and this has been approved now 
as more than adequate. He said that the area needs the apartments.



Mr. David Crockett said that he lives in the area and is the spokes­
man for the delegation that was present at the Council meeting today, and 

also speaks for an organization of a number of subdivision that have over 
1,000 families, subdivisions that run along Big Ridge Road, and include 
Valley Brook, Eagle Dr, and Hixson Pike. He said that they had presented 
a petition against strip commercial zoning. He said they had today a 

similar petition with over 1,000 names, and the petition was confined 

strictly to those who live in the area although quite a few people had 
expressed interest from Middle Valley and other close areas. Mr. Crockett 

said that on a map of the area a circle with a Jg-mile radius would encom­
pass those in this organization. He said the group was informed and had 
had meetings and discussions so that they would not be emotional. He said 
that they understand there are priorities but he wanted to make a few brief 
points. He said Judge Moore had heard these but he also wanted the Council 

to hear them.
Mr. Crockett said that this was an important zoning matter and he knew 

the Council had given it a lot of thought, and they know that it is a tough 
decision. He said that the Council had listened to their side and their 
primary argument relate to basic service: traffic, schools, and services 
such as fire service, etc., for the immediate area. He said there are a 

number of rezoning cases right now before the City Commission, the County 
Council, and the Planning Commission and there are others in the dream 
stage. He told the Council that what they decide today will set a direction 

for the future, and he added that their decision will have to be partly 
supported by city funds. He said the schools in that area are the most 
heavily impacted in Hamilton County and the City of Chattanooga. He said 
that in 1973 the Planning Commission had indicated that all schools were 
crowded with 860 in classrooms but as of last Friday, there were 1203, 
which was 45% growth. He said there is not enough money for the number 
of children and new schools can not come in time to help, that that area 
is the fastest-growing in Chattanooga. He said that there have been 600 

units approved in 3 subdivisions.
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He added that the traffic situation is well-known, that Thrasher Bridge 

is almost impassable and there were 1100 cars at the intersection of Hixson 
Pike and 153 during a traffic count in October and he added that seasonal 
traffic is heavier now. Mr. Crockett told the Council that since the last 
Council meeting Big Ridge Road had had 3 accidents, one involving a school 
bus. He said there had been one accident before the Planning Commission 
meeting involving a fire truck in which there was a fatality, and there 
had been 2 more accidents that night. He said that Big Ridge Road and 
Fairview are almost arterial roads and this apartment complex being planned 

would feed back into their neighborhood. He added that their subdivision 
has better roads than the County roads. He also said that a recommendation 
made in 1969 was that no further developments should be made until services 

are provided. He said more developments have been made with the understand­

ing that services will be provided but they have not seen any of these ser­

vices yet, with the exception of patching potholes. He said the school 
situation is worse and there has been no action by the city or county to 
support the growth. He said they always say these will be provided in the 

future but 4 years after annexation none have been provided.

Mr. Crockett said that they believe somewhere in the city there should 
be only single family homes, that they go to the trouble to drive 30 minutes 
to get to such a section. He said they are not saying that there should 

not be apartments, that some of these petitioners come from apartments, and 
their children have to go to schools and they have to drive on the roads.
Mr. Crockett explained that they feel, as Mr. Fuller said in the last 
Council meeting, that these apartments should be planned. He said his 

group had had many meetings over the past few months and they would probably 
be back before the Council again, that their area is the fastest growing 

area and that half of the County's population will be in that area between 
now and 2000. He asked that they consider the problems of education, traffic, 

and basic services and that whatever is done is tied to a master plan, either 
the 1990 plan or some other plan. Mr. Crockett said they had requested at 
the last Council meeting that before any future rezoning matters are decided 
a specific study should be done. He said they don't want a snap decision.

He said at the last Planning Commission meeting this was started and they 

feel input should be asked for from construction people and real estate 
people and that the entire community should have some say-so. He said this
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is actually one individual at the expense of the entire community. He 

said the only merit for the apartment complex is that the sewage can be 

handled. He told the Council that his group was asking that the Council 

see this thing through and at the conclusion of the study see how the 
pieces fit and then make a decision on this and other apartments that are 
proposed. He said they will live with a decision that is made then but 

they feel that they have raised enough points and shown enough community 
concern to be granted this. (Mr.. Crockett's speech was followed by proloned 
applause from the, assembled group.)

Judge Moore asked Mr. Crockett if his group was aware that the Council 
was issuing 7 million dollars in school bonds that would help to answer some 

of the problems. Mr. Crockett said they did know this.
Judge Moore, asked if anyone else was present in opposition.

Mr. Houser said that Mr.. Crockett said that 1000 had signed the peti­

tion within % mile radius, but % mile radius would not even include Hidden 
Harbor. He added that as far as schools were concerned, that there were 
3 that children could go to— Alpine Crest, Red Bank Jr. and Red Bank High, 

and that this was the County system, a better system, that according to 
national testing they average 1.5 years ahead.. He said that he was plan­

ning to take" his daughter out of Hixson to go to Alpine Crest. He said 
the only apartments he knows of are Lakeshore and they are not even close. 

Mr. Houser said he knew the traffic was a problem but he had never known 
of a 4 lane highway being built and then the area developed. He added 
that of the apartments he was to build, 7 5% are 1 bedroom and the other 
25% 2 bedroom and there would be less children per acre than regular 
housing would bring. He said that fixing the roads was mentioned but this 
could not be done with the property only paying $150 a year in taxes. Mr. 

Houser said that all their facts just didn't hold up..
Mr. Crockett told Mr. Houser that the adjacent property owners signa­

tures are on another petition. Mr. Houser said there could not be 1000. 
Judge Moore told the two men he would not allow a running debate. Judge 
Moore told the Council that since the Planning Commission had recommended 
that this petition be denied, any action to overturn the Planning Comm­
ission' s decision would require 4 votes .
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Councilman Fuller asked Mr. Houser how many apartments he had started 

with and how many there were to be now. Mr. Houser said originally there 
were to be 150 (not the 610 that were mentioned on the petition Mr. Crockett's 
group had) and the number is now down to 134. Councilman Mayfield asked 
how many of the apartments were 1 bedroom and Mr. Houser repeated 75% were. 
Councilman Mayfield stated that Mr. Crockett does an excellent job. He 
asked Mr. Preston if the traffic would be on Hixson Pike and Mr. Preston 
said that it would.

Councilman Fuller told the assembled delegation that he stood yesterday 
where they stand today, and that he won one and lost one. He said that it 

is a difficult "gut" decision. He added that 95% of the decisions the 
Council must make are relatively easy but the other 5% are the kind that 
get you cut up. He told the delegation that he recognizes their problem, 
but also recognizes that the traffic on the bridge is unrelated to their 
problem. Mr. Fuller told them that the County does need the tax revenue 

if they are to provide schools and roads. He added that in this case this 
is a local builder, as opposed to Creek's Bend ("an out-of-town builder 
put up that wreck"). He said this builder is someone who lives in the 
community and is interested in the community. Councilman Fuller said that 

he had been out there to see the site. He said this is a difficult problem 
and that it is difficult to sit there in front of that group and vote in 
opposition to them.

Councilman Mayfield said that he wanted to make a comment in line 

with what Councilman Fuller said. He said that he can see the long-range 
concern and would assure the delegation that he intends to assess each re­
zoning matter individually to be sure they are not opening up Pandora's box.

He said that he travels Hixson Pike daily and that area particularly outside 
the city limits are in an economically depressed area. Councilman Mayfield 
said that they are going to have to face up to some of these things and he 

hoped they understood.

East Ridge City Manager, that the resolution was not correct at f ir s t  

because there was no time period for notice of cancellation and there 

should have been a 1 2 0  day period of time for cancellation in the 

agreement so that i f  this agreement does not work out there w ill be a 

time lim it during which East Ridge would have to pay the County for the 

improvements made to the property. Judge Moore said East Ridge City 

Commission had already approved the agreement without the recision  

clause so i t  was explained to Mr. Drakeford that the East Ridge City 

Commission would need to approve the changed resolution.)
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Consideration of a variance for Mr. J. C. Schenck and a possible resolution:

Judge Moore stated that this matter had been under consideration for 

some time, concerning a private road. The matter was referred to the Planning 

Commission. Judge Moore stated that i t  was similar to the Hinkle case.

Ron L ittle fie ld  of the Planning Commission stated that he was in 

sympathy with the situation but did not see a way to offer r e lie f . He said 

that i t  was similar to Teague and Starnes. Mr. L ittle fie ld  said that sub­

division regulations require that a ll  lots are on public roads and zoning 

regulations lim it the issuance of building permits to lots on publicly 

accepted lots except in Planned Unit Developments and this does not meet 

those requirements. Mr. L ittle fie ld  said that he had discussed with Mr.

Henniss and County Engineer Proctor the p ossib ility  of providing different 

means to allow the issuance of a building permit providing the County could 

assess the property owners for costs at a later date. He said Mr. Proctor 

thought the County had this power. Mr. L ittle fie ld  said that Mr. Schenck 

had asked the building inspector to issue a permit and he said he could not. .

He said that according to the building ordinances ., i f  an applicant disagrees 

he can go to the Board of Appeals. Mr. L ittle fie ld  said that he discovered 

in talking with Mr. Henniss that what is being requested is  a variance but 

what i t  really is  is  an exemption. Mr. L ittle fie ld  explained that a variance 

implies d ifficu lty  with the land that does not allow a person to meet speci­

fications but Mr. Schenck has the land to construct a road but this would be 

very expensive. Mr. L ittle fie ld  said he realized he was not giving the 

Council much guidance.

Councilman Mayfield asked about the Starnes case. Mr. L ittle fie ld  

said in the Starnes case i t  was decided that a building permit could be 

issued based on evidence that an easement had existed for some years but in 

this case (Schenck) no easement had existed.

Councilman Mayfield noted that the Council had been "hassling" 

with this matter for some time. Mr. L ittle fie ld  said that Mr. Schenck owns 

property .a ll. .the way to the road and the main provision is  a requirement that 

the lo t front on a public road. Councilman Fuller asked how this was tied to 

other cases in which someone brings a road up to standards and the County takes 

i t  over. Mr. L ittle fie ld  said i t  was similar.
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Councilman Mayfield said the Hinkle case kept coming to his mind, 

but Mr. Schenck did not impress him as being a person that would come back.

He asked Mr. Preston how long i t  was between the Hinkle v is its . Mr. Preston 

said less than a year. Councilman Fuller asked i f  they granted this and 50 

years from now (when he was s t i l l  on the Council), i t  could be brought up 

again. Councilman Mayfield said he did not see how the Council in good 

conscience could say no to Mr. Schenck.

Mr. L ittle fie ld  said that in Mr. Hinkle's case a small planned Unit 

Development was created, but was not called as such. He said he fe lt  Mr. 

Schenck should have the same privilege and proceed with a simplified PUD 

plan. He said he had no doubt that Mr. Schenck was a man of his word. How­

ever, he said there are some lots within this piece of property that are 

owned by another party so they could not be sure that the same owners would 

remain.

Councilman Mayfield said this was true in the Hinkle case also. He 

said that he would move that whatever procedure was handled in the Hinkle case 

should be followed in the Schenck case.

Mr. L ittle fie ld  said this would not fin ally  resolve i t ,  that there 

would have to be a road agreement and this would come back to the Planning 

Commission. Councilman Mayfield asked on what basis. Mr. L ittle fie ld  said 

this would be a document to be approved by the Planning Commission and County 

Council.

Councilman Mayfield said they should authorize Mr. Henniss to draw 

up and execute whatever is necessary.

Councilman Fuller asked Mr. Schenck i f  there would be any problem with 

a private road and Mr. Schenck said there would not be.

Judge Moore asked Mr. Mayfield i f  his motion was to follow whatever 

was required in the Hinkle case, a private road agreement and a lo t arrange­

ment. Mr. Mayfield said that was right.

ON MOTION of Councilman Mayfield, seconded by Councilman Fuller, to 

follow the procedure in the Schenck case that was followed in the Hinkle case, 

a private road agreement and a lo t arrangement, that these documents be pre­

pared by the appropriate authority before the issuance of a building permit. 

The foregoing Motion was unanimously Adopted by Acclamation. Total present-5. 

Absent-0.
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Mr. Teague appeared before the Council stating that he has the same 

situation they are talking about (for him and his two boys) and that he has 

been since February trying to get a building permit. Judge Moore said that 

he had talked with Mr. Teague about this and has talked to the Planning 

Commission.

Mr. L ittle fie ld  stated that Mr. Teague is situated on property that 

is  an easement. He said that i t  is  a private road that is  a "public way" 

and there would be no way to bring the road up to County standards. Mr. 

L ittle fie ld  said that Mr. Teague had been very patient with them but this 

is not the same situation and Mr. Proctor does not believe i t  would be 

practical. Mr. L ittle fie ld  said Mr. Teague is hampered by several regulations 

one cannot subdivide unless on a public road;, his property is not zoned for 

mobile homes on individual lo ts . Mr. L ittle fie ld  said this is probably one 

of the most complicated problems that he has had to deal with but he can see 

no way of doing this unless somehow the road is brought up to County standards 

or with the provision of a special assessment so that if. the road needs to 

become a County road the property owners could be assessed.

Judge Moore noted that Mr. Teague sets back quite a b it from the 

road. Mr. Teague said that there were 9 houses on the property.

Councilman Fuller said that he had talked with Mr. L itt le fie ld , Mr. 

Jobe and Senator Baker, and there are 3 or 4 different barriers. He said 

you get past one and then find something e lse ; he said he had tried to help 

but ran into a blind alley.

Councilman Mayfield suggested that this matter be referred to Mr. 

Henniss so that he and Mr. L ittle fie ld  can discuss i t  and then give the 

Council a letter te llin g  them the legal status.

Mr. Teague explained that he had one trailer and his son got married 

and got a trailer and now cannot put i t  on the property. He said that his 

son works for the County. He said they moved the trailer onto the property 

when the ground was frozen but cannot get the e lectric ity  hooked up. Council­

man Fuller wondered i f  they could hook up when the Power Board turned its  

head. Mr. Teague said i t  was hooked to a different meter but the Power 

Board found out about i t  (he claimed Mr. Jobe had i t  done) and turned o ff  

the power ..

Judge Moore said this was not capable of a resolution today.
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Mr. L ittle fie ld  said the Teague situation is  unique but i f  i t  is  

determined that the County has the power to assess the property owners as 

necessary to construct a road the problem might be resolved or would be 
easier.

Judge Moore stated that until the Council has answer to the legal 

problems, there is not much they can do.

Mr. Teague said that someone had moved a double-wide onto the prop­

erty and drilled a well which messed up his well.

Mr. L ittle fie ld  said that double-wides are considered "modular homes" 

which is  why that property could be rezoned. He said that i t  seems unfair 

but th at's the way i t  is . He said that a person is  entitled to one building 

permit on the old road and Mr. Teague had already received his one, and then 

in the process of subdividing to put more trailers on the property he ran 

into trouble. Mr. Teague said he just wished someone would go out and see 

the situation. Judge Moore asked i f  he wanted to subdivide the property.

Mr. Teague explained that when he bought the property 4 years ago, i t  was 

to put trailers on and the power company put in 4 poles. Councilman Fuller 

asked i f  he could put the two trailers together and call i t  a double-wide?

Mr. Teague said the other trailer could not be taken out until next winter 

because i t  had to be moved when the ground was frozen to get i t  across the 

swamp.

Councilman Mayfield said that f ir s t  things had to come f ir s t ,  that 

before they could consider i t ,  Mr. Teague would have to go through the pro­

cess o f subdividing. Mr. L ittle fie ld  said that the key is  the lack of access 

to a public road. Judge Moore suggested that they look into working out a 

way to a similar solution for the Starnes case, where there was 75 acres 

that could not be subdivided into two 37-acre tracts. He said i t  seemed 

ridiculous that a person could not be allowed to build on property of 3 7% 

acres, that something was wrong with th is . He said that i t  takes the wisdom 

of Solomon. Judge Moore suggested that Mr. L ittle fie ld  should look into 

this with Mr. Henniss to work out some solution to help Mr. Teague. He added 

that they cannot make exception after exception. He asked i f  this was agree­

able to the Council. Councilman Mayfield said this would be fine i f  Mr. 

L ittle fie ld  and Mr. Henniss would proceed. Councilman Fuller wondered i f  

they could cheat without being dishonest.

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Councilman Mayfield noted that Mr. Clyde Tucker was present on a 

matter other than an item not on the agenda.

Mr. Tucker stated that he lives on Munger Road between Highway 58 and 

Snow H ill. He said that the residents of that area have human waste in their 

well water and they cannot seem to find anyone to help them, and this had 

been going on for 30 days. He said that they had been having to carry water 

and 25-30 gallons of water every day are heavy. Mr. Tucker said that they 

had been to the Health Department and then to the Technical Laborities and 

had a report on water from the Lees who live next to him and they say there 

is  human waste in the water.

Judge Moore asked what the Council could do. Mr. Tucker said that a 

septic tank had been put in without a permit and without inspection. Council­

man Mayfield suggested that the matter be referred to Mr. Henniss.

Mr. Tucker said that someone from the Health Department came out last  

Friday and inspected his well. He said reports showed they had had bad 

water 3 weeks in a row. Mr. Tucker said he had tried several times to talk  

to the doctor at the Health Department and could not get him. Councilman 

Mayfield asked who at the Health Department. Mr. Tucker said Dr. Wooley, that 

every time he called him he was out of town, or sick, or just not in. He 

said after he had tried so long to get the Health Department he just carried 

the water to the lab himself and paid for i t .  He added that his water is  

bad and the Lee's water is. bad.

Councilman Mayfield asked Dr. Failing of the Health Department i f  the 

normal procedure was not. to take your well water to the Health Department to 

be tested. Dr. Failing said that i t  was, and th at.3 out of 4 wells tested 

are bad, about 75%. He said they try to t e l l  people not to drink the water 

but they just love i t .  He added that the lab cannot check for viruses. Dr. 

Failing said the Green's water that was checked was negative, but Tucker's, 

Lee's, and Munger' s were positive. Mr. Tucker said that Mr. Green's well 

was way out by the street and i t  was his son that had put in the septic tank. 

He said, he put i t  in on Saturday and covered i t  up Sunday and had no building 

permit and i t  was not inspected. : Mr. Tucker said that Mr. Jobe knows this 

and that the property is not zoned for a tra iler .

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ON MOTION of Councilman Mayfield, seconded by Councilman Fuller, to 

refer this matter to the County Attorney so that he can check the facts 

and determine the ille g a lity  of what is  going on- The foregoing Motion 

was unanimously Adopted by Acclamation. Total present-5. Absent-0.

Mr. Greg Varner stated that he was representing workers from the 

Highway Department. He said that they wanted the fu ll Council to hear 

the many grievances they have. He said that they feel that hiring policies  

are set up and then not followed through and that the pay scale is  unfair. 

They also fee l that the merit system has been abused. He stated that truck 

drivers may make from $3.50 up to $5.00 an hour for doing the same job.

He said that the way the pay scale is set up i t  conflicts with equal pay 

for equal work.

Councilman Mayfield asked how long he had worked with the County. Mr. 

Varner said he had been with them 4 years. He started at $3.65 an hour and 

said that i t  is  awfully hard to make a living, that the starting salary is  

now below that. He said that he makes $4.54 an hour now.

Judge Moore noted that Mr. Varner had had raises.

Mr. Varner said that a lo t of men who work with him have not. He said 

another problem is  that the last raise that was given was a 2 % raise which 

he did not get although a lo t of the men making $4.54 an hour did. He said 

the personnel o ffice  said the 2 % raise was to bring them up to minimum pay, 

but some that got the raises made $5 or $ 6 an hour. Mr. Varner also said 

that there is  constant controversy over the time-keeping. He said his last 

pay check was $8.00 short and that this happens with regularity. He said 

that i t  is  a hard situation to handle and they were asking for some action 

by the Council to rectify  these matters. He repeated that they feel the 

merit system has been abused. He said that his supervisor had said that 

grades don't mean a thing, that the grading system had been changed because 

word came down from the Courthouse.

Judge Moore said that the forms had changed.

Mr. Varner said another matter of contention was the dress code. He 

said the workers dress neatly but because of the kind of work they do, work­

ing with hot tar, e t c . , they cannot dress too well and this counts o ff on 

grading. He said that the grades are juggled so that they show between 74 and 

80.
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Mr. Varner said the men do a good job, because i f  they did not the County 

would get rid of them. He added that they deserve fa ir  pay.

Judge Moore asked Mr. Varner i f  he wanted a pay cut, since he was 

asking equal pay and some of those doing the same job he does do not make 

as much. Mr. Varner said he fe lt  everybody should have a raise i f  entitled  

to i t .

Mr. John Dolly said he wanted to comment on the merit system. He said 

a man working there for 2 0 years did not make top pay. He said before they 

can work to top pay they are retired.

Judge Moore pointed out i f  they made top pay they would never get 

another raise.

Mr. Varner said they hoped the Council would take an interest. He 

said morale at Silverdale is  at an all-tim e low. He said that salaries for 

drivers are far below the national average of $5.50 per hour, that they have 

to have raises.

Councilman Fuller said that he had been out there and i f  the number of 

phone ca lls  he has had are any indication there must be something wrong with 

the time-keeping system. He wondered i f  County Auditor Don Downey or Mr. 

Browder could help correct th is.

Mr. Danny Combs stated that the man who keeps the time cheated him out 

of 8 hours. Councilman Mayfield asked his name. Mr. Combs said the man 

was Mr. Long. He said his foreman made Mr. Long put i t  back.

Councilman Fuller said he had had instances where the supervisors 

had backed the employees up. He asked i f  Mr. Long, would answer to Mr. 

Proctor. Mr. Varner said that Mr. Long was directly under Mr. Bishoff. He 

said this had been going on for 4 years.

Mr. Dolly said that the group present today represented a ll  the men 

with the Highway Department. He'said that everybody was concerned with the 

working conditions. He said that they feel there should be equal pay for 

equal work.

Judge Moore asked if he meant with adjustment upward only.
Mr. Varner said he did not see why other workers a ll  got a 2% raise  

and he did. not get a penny,, making $4.54. , . >

Judge Moore explained that the only adjustments were to get the em­

ployees on. a step in salary grade. He said in January there was the minimum 

wage increase and although the County is not covered by Federal wage regu­

lations, in order to compete on the job market, they must pay the minimum.

So the minimum wage was increased May 1 for budgetary reasons.
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Mr. Varner said that nearly everyone got an increase of 2%, those at 

the top of the grade as w ell, not just the minimum. Judge Moore said i t  

had nothing to do with percentages.

Councilman Mayfield wondered i f  the number of miles of roads the 

County has now warranted the number of employees the County has.

Mr. Varner said that the County is  leasing 4 tandems at $20 an hour 

5 days a week, that they are paying outside truck drivers more than County 

employees. He said there is a great deal of work for them to do, that 

they work at schools, build parking lo ts , e tc ., that the Highway Department 

is overworked. He said there may be a shortage of roads but there is  

plenty to do. He said the men are not paid in an equal manner and they would 

like to see something done.

Mr. Carl Waddell said he had worked for the County for 5 years. He 

said at f ir s t  there were 3 different pay scales but there are now 50 d iffer ­

ent pay scales, anywhere from $3.20 to $5.00 for the same thing. He said i f  

you can do the job you should make the same pay.

Judge Moore explained that the grades depend on how long a person is  

with the County, that those with the County longer are paid more. Several 

of the men said this was not necessarily so.

Mr. James Gross said that he was a truck driver who had been with the 

County for 2 years, starting at $3.54 an hour and is not making any more now.

Judge Moore told the men they would look into th is. Mr. Varner asked 

i f  they could arrange a meeting at Silverdale. He said i f  they would get 

a print-out of the salaries they would find proof and be convinced. Judge 

Moore said that he knew the men were paid d ifferently , because that is  the 

system. He said this is true of a ll  the County, employees are paid accord­

ing to longevity. He said that preferential treatment is not given. Mr. 

Varner said that others get raises under the table. He said one man that 

does not drive a truck was making more but was cut back. He said they 

would like Judge Moore and the Council members to come out and look into 

this matter.

Judge Moore said the men would only be satisfied  when everybody made 

the same salary. Mr. Varner said they fe lt  they should get what they are 

entitled to. Judge Moore said i f  everybody was raised to the top, a lo t of 

positions would have to be stopped, that there are just x number of dollars, 

just so much money.

Mr. Varner said the highway department is important, that everybody
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travels the roads. Judge Moore said that you can't.say one part is  more 

important than another, a ll  parts were important. He said i f  Mr. Knowles, 

for instance, raised everybody to the highest level of pay in his o ffic e , 

i t  would not be practical. Mr. Varner said that was how i t  was done be­

fore. Judge Moore said he understood that was what Mr. Varner would like  

to see but they could spend 30 minutes talking about that and not resolve 

i t ,  that the Council has other important matters to consider. He said 

that the Council would look into this but he was not te llin g  them that 

they would scrap the entire system.

Mr. Varner asked i f  they had his assurance of a meeting at Silverdale. 

Judge Moore said he did not, that he didn't t e l l  him he would come to Silver­

dale. He said i f  there are mistakes in timekeeping and inequalities in 

longevity, these should be looked into and corrected.

Mr. Orvis Shell, Jr. said that one thing that should be brought up is  

that maintenance gets time and a half and others don't.

Mr. Stafford said the Council could go out and check the records to 

see who is working overtime. He said some of the men don't even come in to 

punch out, that someone else does i t  for them.

Mr. Dolly asked when they would hear something from the Council. Judge 

Moore said that they would have to have some time to check, not a time lim it, 

but they would work as quickly as they could. Councilman Fuller noted that 

Mr. Varner speaks well on his feet, and he suggested that Mr. Varner write 

out in questions or statements the individual things the men brought up at 

this meeting and give to the Council for discussion one on one. Mr. Varner 

said that was a capitol idea. He said there is so much going on, that they 

really need a total reorganization so the men w ill know. He said i f  the 

Council members could, come out and get together with the men they would be 

convinced that some of the things that happen are unfair, that they would 

see i t  in black and white. Mr. Varner said they were w illing to compromise 

and they appreciated the Council's cooperation.

Councilman Mayfield asked the Council to request Don Downey and Coy 

Browder to assess the County's situation in the Highway Department and give 

a projection of future needs in manpower over the next 12 months. Council­

man Long said they might need to cut back. Councilman Mayfield said i t  

would seem that they must be top heavy because the County used to have 1100 

miles of road.
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Judge Moore said they now have 68 0 miles. Councilman Mayfield said while 

they are making one study they can make another and maybe resolve the pro­

blem. Judge Moore said he has traveled the roads and seen personnel sitting  

under trees. Councilman Mayfield said he found a Red Wing man under a shade 

tree and he was not being paid any longer. Judge Moore asked i f  there were 

any objections to Councilman Mayfield's suggestion.

Mr. Browder asked what the Council wanted him to do. Judge Moore said 

that Mr. Browder and Mr. Downey should make a detailed investigation of the 

projected needs of manpower in the highway department for the next 1 2  months 

and report back to the Council so i t  w ill be possible to see i f  the work is  

increasing or decreasing. Councilman Mayfield said the County now had 

some 2 0-ton trucks, and Mr. Knowles said he wanted the County to abide by 

the new law (concerning truck weights).

interest on said bonds subject to federal income taxation.

Section 6 . I f  any section, paragraph or provision of this reso­
lution shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the 
invalidity or unenforceability of such section, paragraph or provision 
shall not a ffect any of the remaining provisions of this resolution.

Section 7 . I t  is  recognized that because of constitutional amend­
ment and implementing legislation  certain changes in county government 
w ill become effective  as of September 1, 1978. To that end the respective 
successors to the County Council, the County Judge and the County Court 
Clerk sh all, after such date, perform a ll  duties of such officers and 
such body hereunder.

(Judge Moore stated that this Resolution comes as a result of 
a survey that was made last spring. After recommendations were made, 
it was felt that in order for this Council to finish what this Council 
had begun bids should be advertised for, based on specifications.

Councilman Fuller asked if this was open for discussion.
Judge Moore told the Council that he was not making a motion, that 

this was his last Council m-eting as chairman or as a member. He said 
that this could carry over to the next body, and he could see some 
benefit in that, but he would let the Council do whatever they wanted 
to do without suggestion or recommendation.

Councilman Fuller asked his fellow Councilmen to delay action on 
this in order not to bind the future Board of Commissioners. He said 
that it is something the County should consider and they will continue 
to pursue. He said it was odd that as late as four weeks ago someone 
told him it was dead and then it came as quite a surprise that the bids 
went out on August 3, asking that bids be submitted by August 10. He said 
that there are some questions relative to this and he would recommend 
to the people on the Council that the Council defer this and let the 
future Board make the decision.

Councilman Mayfield asked if his recommendation was to defer, not 
rebid? Councilman Fuller said that there was a question as to adequate 
time, that one outfit had said it was difficult to submit a bid during 
that period of time and the low bidder indicated that there was limited 
information and that they needed a survey to confirm that the estimates 
were totally right.

Judge Moore asked if this was in the form of a motion. Councilman 
Fuller said it was his recommendation to defer.

Councilman Penley clarified that he was asking to delay to make a 
further study. Councilman Mayfield said that he felt a certain time 
frame should be set in order to consider a delay. Councilman Long asked 
how about 60 days? Councilman Mayfield wondered if the low bidder had 
made a firm bid, if it would be a firm bid by then. He asked if they 
were talking about opening this to any and everybody else.



Clerk Knowles said that he felt if they are going to delay that 
the other County officials should be consulted and allowed to give 
input. He suggested that a survey be made and said he would like to 
know if the system is adequate to serve his office.

Judge Moore called for a motion.
Councilman Fuller wondered if they delay for a long period of 

time if the people who are upset about not being able to bid would 
want to bid and perhaps it should be rebid.

Councilman Mayfield said he doubted if the low bidder could hold 
the price under those circumstances. Councilman Fuller asked if a 
representative was present.

Mr. Bill Langford stated that he is with. South Central Bell. He 
said that the specifications as set out were vague and conflicting in 
regards to the needs of.Hamilton County and the various departments.
He said that it is necessary to look at this from the standpoint of all 
department heads in order to come up with specifications and not just 
to have a list of figures. He said this was only fair to the Council 
and to the people of Hamilton County and all those in the County who 
will use the system. He explained that a phone system is a solution to 
a lot of problems. He said if it is just hardware and phones then they 
are not getting the mileage out of the system. He told the Council that 
Hamilton County has one of the better systems in existence today but some 
modifications would improve it. He said it is not enough to simply own 
x number of sets and the hardware, that you need some direction and some 
design.

Councilman. Mayfield asked if this was in these specifications? Mr. 
Langford said that it was.not.

Mr. Bob Beele said that he was the offeror of these specifications
and the decision was made that the best yardstick was the existing phone
equipment. He said that he was at the Council meeting by directive in
order to be fair to all bidders. He said that the bidders submitted
bids on a prescribed plan and it was only fair to bidders submitting
bids to have the prerogative of regrouping according to a yard stick
drawn up. He said that the specifications could be re-designed by a
proper yard stick drawn up at the suggestion of other bidders. He said
that in the original bid all figures were pursuant to the corporate
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office, but was a non-firm bid. He said if the Council decided to decline 
or refuse to accept all bids, then the bidders would have to recoup and 
start over.

Councilman Fuller asked Mr. Beele if the bidding date of August 10 
had given them enough time.

He said they had the telephone system but did not have the 
time. He added that Southern Bell has had the time and were familiar 
with the system but Northern bid just on the specifications. He said 
they are the low bidder and are willing to stay, that they would honor 
that bid with a contract. He added that the County does not really need 
all that equipment, that Northern could reduce the cost by eliminating 
some unneeded service. He repeated that they would stand by the bid 
and fill the contract. He told the Council that he felt they had made 
a decision similar to this rewarding the new computer system, and he 
could see no difference in this regarding the telephone system. He said 
they had now laid their price on the line to the public, that the price

was binding, and they were willing to stand behind the contract.
Councilman Fuller stated that he was not opposed to a private 

telephone system, but repeated that he would ask the people on the 
Council.to allow a further study to be made, and let the elected 
officials in the Courthouse be involved in this. He said this was 
involving $350,000 of the taxpayers' money. He said he didn't believe 
the people who bid had time to really study the system. He added that 
he also believed with Centrex there would be a penalty involved on the 
lease arrangement and asked the Southern Bell representative if this 
was not true. Mr. Langford said that there would be some termination 
charge depending on when the service was discontinued. He added that 
the longer the Centrex system goes on the more this termination charge 
would reduce.

Councilman Mayfield said it would seem that this would be more 
than offset by the difference between $4000 versus $10,000 in monthly 
charges. . . Mr. Langford :said that there would be a maintenance contract 
and some other charges that they would pay even with a private system. 
Councilman Mayfield questioned if this surely would not amoutn to $6000 
a month but asked about the penalty.

Mr. Howard said the penalty would apply in either case, that what­
ever vendor installed a new system the penalty would apply, so that 
point was moot.,
Mr. Langford said that contrary to what Mr. Howard says, Southern Bell 
had studied the system and that this is one of their complaints. He 
said they know that there are many pieces of equipment in the system 
that, are not needed. He said if going to a new system there are many 
facts that the people who make the decisions should look at much more 
than just, at bottom-line figures.. He urged that the Council postpone 
a decision and look into all the factors involved.

ON MOTION of Councilman Fuller, seconded by Councilman Long, to 
postpone accepting any bid for 60 days to give the new Board of Com­
missioners the opportunity.to study the specifications and also give 
the bidders time to,submit additional information.

Councilman Mayfield asked the bidders if their bids would stand 
for this 60-day period? Mr. Langford said they would like to rework 
their bid, that the information on the specifications is now confusing

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but they might be willing to rework their bid. He said specifications 
are for 800 station lines but he did not believe the County uses that 
many.

Judge Moore pointed out that they could not do what Mr. Langford 
was talking about, that they cannot negotiate the bid. Mr. Langford 
said that they probably could get low but they did not want to short 
Hamilton County but want to have the eguipment and service they need.
He said that they sell a total tele-communication service and added 
that their bid would stand for 6 0 days.

Mr. Howard said that Mr. Langford could not guarantee that because 
the Public Service Commission sets the rates, adding that this is a 
matter of public record. He said maybe the rate will stand but they 
could not guarantee that. He did say his rates are firm for 60 days.

Mr. Beele said that he did not represent Executone and could not 
make a statement for them. A representative of Executone who was pre- 
sent at the Council meeting said that they would stand firm.

Mr. Howard said that they had bid and would stand by. that bid.
He added that they are replacing item by item what the County has today 
but replacing it with a much superior telephone system. He said they 
would stand by that and be glad to get the business-. He explained that 
the monthly rate would be reduced during the first year and that the 
maintenance agreement was $14 80 a month. He said they would stand by 
that for the first year. Councilman Fuller questioned if the maintenance 
agreement had an escalator clause. Mr. Howard said they would work with 
the County on that. Mr. Langford asked if they did not have an escalator 
clause, why did the price go up? He said he would question the rates 
and how stable they were, and added if they were based on getting a 
healthy rate increase annually that everybody knows they don't get it.

Councilman Fuller said that in the best interests of the people 
at the Courthouse and of the taxpayers he felt that the Council would 
be well advised to postpone for 60 days or to whatever Commission meeting 
would follow that time period.

ON MOTION of Councilman Fuller, seconded by Councilman Long, to add 
to Councilman Fuller's first motion: to whatever Commission meeting 
follows that 69-day time period. The foregoing Motion was unanimously
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Adopted by Acclamation. Total present-5. Absent-0.

(Judge Moore said that Clerk Knowles felt that the vote on 

Resolution No. 878-31 should be recorded by Roll Call. Resolution 878-31 
was Adopted on a Roll Call vote, with all Councilmen voting, "Aye" 
and Judge Moore abstaining.)

Councilman Mayfield said he understood that Bill McGriff was on 
vacation. He said that he would recommend that Mr. McGriff (if he is 
still around) have the responsibility of working with these (telephone) 
people. Mr. Downey said that he felt his office needed some direction, 
that it is not a simple situation. He added that the item by item sur­
vey is not up to date, that there has been equipment added since the 
survey was made. He said they would be happy to send a report to the 
new Commission summarizing each person's suggestions, and he did not 
mind Bill's (McGriff) making this report.

Councilman Mayfield said that there needs to be a clearing house.
Mr. Downey said the situation is made complex by the differences in the 
systems. Councilman Fuller said that Bill was the logical person to 
do it. He said that he had been told by Bill only a short while ago 
that the telephone system was a dead issue and he did not know what 
revived it.

Mr. Henniss told the Council if Mr. McGriff has asked him he would 
have told him not to go on vacation if Mr. Mayfield was going to be pre­
sent. He added if MrGriff would read the Council minutes of some pre­
vious meetings he would know what this meant (referring to the fact that 
when Mr. Henniss is not present, Councilman Mayfield recommends that he 
look into matters that come up).

(Judge Moore stated that this is a contract with the Home 
Builders through the United States training program. He said surplus 
funds were not expended and Dr. Loftis has been able to work out with 
the Home Builders Association a process for a free carpenter's appren­
ticeship program. He said operation of the program will enable the 
County to have some young people participating in that program, and 
this will be of benefit to Hamilton County and to the entire community.)
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Judge Moore asked, if there were delegations present on matters 
other than zoning. Mr. Jim Turner, former County Attorney, stood.
Judge Moore said they were glad to have him back from Florida. Mr. 
Turner said that he didn't stay that long just because he wanted to.
He said that he was Jim Turner of 1414 Continental Dr and that he was 
present, not in his capacity as a lawyer, but representing his friends 
from Lee Pike. He said that it seemed there had been a lot of mayhem 
committed on Lee Pike concerning the repaving of the roads and the plans 
being made to fix the shoulders of the road. He said they felt this 
matter should be brought to the attention of the Council, urging them 
to see to this immediately, that last week would not be too soon. Mr. 
Turner introduced Mrs. Laura Burroughs of Midway Grocery on Lee Pike. 
Mrs. Burroughs stated that the drop-off by the side of the road was so 
sharp and the shoulders were so low and narrow that there had been 9 
serious accidents. She cited several accidents that had occurred, 
telling the injuries involved and the amount of damage done to the 
vehicles. She said all those who live there do appreciate the newly 
paved road, adding that it had been a long time coming and they had 
worked hard to get that. But she said they had not been able to get 
a direct answer as to when these shoulders would be fixed and'they had 
been- this way since the first of June. (There were several other resi­
dents of the area present at the meeting with her.)

Councilman Mayfield asked County Engineer Proctor when this would 
be done.

Mr. Turner pointed out that these injuries had occurred because 
of the low shoulders on the road. Mrs. Burroughs said the shoulders 
are from 3 inches up to 10 inches below the road and if you meet a car 
you have had it.

Mr. Proctor explained that this repaving was being done under the 
rural road contract and they had received the contract in the mail only 
that morning and it was now just necessary for the Judge to sign the 
contract.
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Councilman Fuller asked if Mr. Proctor could anticipate how long 
it would be before this work was done. Mr. Proctor said they could 
probably start on it next week if the Judge would sign the contract 
this afternoon.

Mrs. Burroughs said someone had come into the store and told her 
they had almost had an accident and would have hit the gas pump.

Judge Moore repeated that the contract was with the State. Mrs. 
Burroughs said that they would like it fixed as soon as possible. Judge 
Moore said they would get to it shortly.

Mr. Turner said that he had some knowledge about the Tennessee 
Tort Liability Act and inview of this had told Mrs. Burroughs that the 
County Council would not let this condition continue. He said he felt 
that the situation called for an expeditious request to the Highway 
Department, that they need to get on it right away because this could 
involve quite a lot of liability to the County.

Judge Moore asked if they understood that the County was waiting 
for the State, that it was a problem they had with the State, that it 
was not simply something the County could go out and do. He said they 
were going as fast as they could, that the contract had come in this 
morning and he would sign it this afternoon. He added that as soon as 
the paper work was completed they would go ahead at the earliest possible 
time. He said they could not go any faster than they were going and 
that Mr. Turner should understand this, having been County Attorney.

Mr. Turner said he had forgotten all that, and thought they could 
just go out and spread some gravel. Judge Moore said they had to furnish 
the asphalt plus the work on the shoulders. Councilman Mayfield 
suggested that they expeditiously proceed. Judge Moore said that was 
what they were doing.

Mr. Teague of Apison stated that he was still trying to get a 
building permit. He said that the new County government should do 
something. He said that he had a paved road but could not even get 
a permit to move in.

Mr. Henniss said that this is one of the items that Councilman 
Mayfield had referred to■him in his absence. He said that he had 
talked with Mr. Teague and had told Mr. Teague to get in touch with 
Ron Littlefield.of the Planning Commission.

Mr. Teague said he did talk with Mr. Littlefield and that they 
are still "passing the buck."

Mr. Henniss told Mr. Teague that Mr. Littlefield was the beginn­
ing of the stream and he should have Mr. Littlefield talk to Mr. Henniss. 
Mr. Teague said Mr. Littlefield said he (Mr. Teague) should try to get 
in touch with the Tax Assessor, but he could not "get hold of him" be­
cause he was in a meeting. Assessor of Property Arch Trimble was sitting 
near Mr. Teague and stood. He told Mr. Teague that Mr. Littlefield did 
get in touch with him to say that the County should increase Mr. Teague's 
taxes to pay for the road.

Mr. Teague said they had gone up from $3 to $76...
Mr. Henniss told the Council that Mr. Teague's problems are not 

going unattended, but that there was.not just one difficulty, that 
there are several serious difficulties. He said he would assure Mr. 
Teague he was not being ignored, but that he has serious problems, but 
he felt that Mr.. Littlefield could do what was possible in the quickest 
way. Mr. Teague said that the power company had run a line.

Judge Moore said he would suggest that Mr. Teague take it up with 
Mr. Littlefield. Mr. Teague said that he had "took up and took up."

Councilman Mayfield suggested that the present Council ask the new 
Commission to advise Mr. Teague after recommendation by Messrs. Little­
field and Henniss. He said he believed they were moving ahead.

Mr. Teague said that Mr. Proctor was supposed to come out and look 
at his property. Councilman Mayfield said they should ask Mr. Teague to 
come back when this matter can be settled.
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Walter Greenspan, Mayor of Signal Mountain, said that he was 
present not to fight a battle but to call the Council's attention to a 
matter of great concern to the citizens of Signal Mountain as well as 
neighboring communities and people in the County. He said that they 
were concerned about the coal mining companies that are hauling coal 
over the roads in the County and on Signal Mountain. He said there is 
a 15,000 ton limit and there is no way they can haul coal under that 
limit. He said it is his understanding that they have already hauled 
coal without a permit. He said the zoning appeals had postponed action 
on this for 30 days. He said there is a new company that has been 
hauling coal and building roads in violation of the law. He said that 
the people should be protected against this. He said in view of the 
fact that the company has not permit and the load limits are being vio­
lated he feels that the roads should be patrolled. He added that Signal 
Mountain does not have a load limit for its roads at the present time 
but they do hope to have one. Mayor Greenspan explained that they feel 
that this is diminishing property values and that houses will have to be 
sold for whatever they can get. He said they feel that something has to 
give, that these coal people either should have to get a permit or have 
to be stopped. He explained that people living outside the limits of the 
city of Signal Mountain do not have water and when this surface mining 
was started the wells become contaminated. He said they had tried to 
get a grant to run water lines to serve these people but had not been 
successful in obtaining the grant. He said their water company is pre­
sently operating at a deficit. Mayor Greenspan said they felt that this 
matter should not wait for the incoming government, that they were asking 
this Council to take some action to stop the trucks and the mining at 
least temporarily. He said that there is a new operation that has 
opened up right in people's front doors. He added that the Church of 
God had just built a new million dollar church which has just been dedi­
cated and they can't even use the swimming pool. He said that he be­
lieves that it is within the jurisdiction of the County Council to take 
action, but he is not an attorney so he does not know what action. He 
said this is needed not so much for the town of Signal Mountain but for 
the folks outside. He said that some of the houses on Kell Road are

$100,000 houses. He said that Signal Mountain is a beautiful area 
and there are many other areas in Tennessee that could be mined. He 
asked if the zoning were changed to residential if this would not pre­
clude mining and protect Edward's Point.

Councilman Mayfield suggested that Attorney Henniss work with 
Mr. Jobe and tell these people if they operate without a permit that 
they will be required to pay a penalty.

Judge Moore said that he felt that enforcement would fall within 
the jurisdiction of the-Sheriff. Mayor Greenspan asked if he meant as 
far as the load limit was concerned? Judge Moore said yes. Councilman 
Mayfield said he was referring to the permit.

Mr. Henniss asked if this was the mine that had been in operation 
for some weeks? Mayor Greenspan said it had not, that it only started 
operation last week, and they have not received a permit from Hamilton 
County. He said that the mine did have a State permit but the zoning 
appeals board says that they must also have a Hamilton County permit.

Councilman Fuller said that he had sat through 4 hours of this and 
it would appear that these people are just making the law to suit them­
selves. Councilman Mayfield said that they could get an injunction 
with a fine up to $100 a day.but of course they might be willing to pay 
$100 a day.

Councilman Fuller said it would be up to the Sheriff's office to 
enforce the load limit law. Mr. Henniss said if they complain to the 
Sheriff's office about the load limit that a suit would be filed and the 
County would be the respondent. He said it might be that an injunction 
would be part of the response.

Mayor Greenspan said that they would appreciate the Council's 
consideration.

Judge Moore said that the Tennessee Motor Vehicle Division does 
weigh on all load limits where the State establishes the limits. He 
said that the Department of Revenue would at the request of the Sheriff 
place portable scales so the violations could be determined. He said 
obviously the County cannot buy scales.
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Mayor Greenspan asked if the County Attorney would contact the Sheriff or 
should their people. Mr. Henniss said that he felt Mayor Greenspan 
should contact the Sheriff and that he would also.

Carolyn Whitney of Chestnut Ridge told the Council that they appre­
ciated the work that had been done but wanted the Council to hear their 
problems. She said that this went back a year ago. She said that this 
mine operates 24 hours a day and looks like the Superdome under lights.

The total enrollment and average daily attendance at the end of the third month of school 
of the 1977-78 term are as follows:

The major concern of this past quarter has been the present and projected overcrowding 
of schools. The shifting of students reported in the October Report and the obvious 
necessity of extending this process next year caused many expressions of deep concern 
from various school and community groups. A study of space needs and various options 
for accommodating future enrollments is attached. The County Council has indicated 
the availability of approximately $3,000,000 in rural bonds to be offered when the Board 
of Education finalizes the priority list of requests.

The Vocational Improvement Program, which provides individualized instructions for 
Vocational students who need special help in their regular subjects, has been expanded 
to include all high schools. The funding of these additional teachers was made possible 
through the assistance of the County Government in the allocation of CETA (Comprehensive 
Employment and Training Act) funds. Approval was also received this past week on a 
proposal submitted by Mr. Henry Colston to the State Department of Education for special 
funding to operate a Summer Pre-Vocational Program, for tenth grade students. This 
program is designed to promote better understanding of various career opportunities 
to those students who will be devoting a major portion of their high school career in 
these directions.

Some very significant steps were initiated during this quarter toward a Community 
Education Program and an expansion of Adult Basic Education opportunities. By securing 
the approval of the State Department of Education to act as our own fiscal agent in the 
operation of an ABE Program and the help of another CETA Grant, it was possible to employ 
Miss Elizabeth Abernathy to devote full time to the development of educational oppor­
tunities for adults through the use of school facilities. Another ABE Grant of $15,000 
was secured through a special project written by Dr. Thelma Elliott to develop a process 
for the full utilization of all community services for ABE students. Mrs. Connie Walton 
was employed to develop the training procedures made possible by this project. Another 
project was submitted this past week for Federal funds which could assist in the 
development of the Community Education Program. .

Another extreme winter has once again caused disruption to our schools, but there were no 
school closings this year due to fuel shortages. Seven days were missed by the total 
system and up to four additional days were missed by schools in the north county area 
and on the mountains. These days have been rescheduled on in-service and conference 
days and on Saturdays. It will also be necessary to extend the length of days for one 
week and to extend the school term three days through Saturday, June 10, 1978.

Information is not yet available for projecting revenue for next year on the current 
funding formula. Budget planning has been initiated, but is too primary to discuss at 
this time. The Hamilton County Education Association has requested a salary increase of 
14 1/2 percent. Plans for salary increases at the State level have not been announced 
at the time of this writing.

Major Board activity during this period has centered around the space needs and mainte­
nance requirements over the next several years. Priorities for new building 
construction were finalized and presented to the County Council on February 15, 1978.
The first phase of this request included a new thirty classroom elementary school in the 
Daisy-Dallas Area and an eight room addition to the Westview Elementary School. Phase 
two includes a new high school for Soddy-Daisy and Phase three requests two new 
elementary schools in the Harrison and Ooltewah-Westview communities. The total cost for 
these projects is estimated at slightly over twelve million dollars. This figure does 
not include capital needs for renovation and maintenance of present facilities. For 
improved maintenance services, the Board is in the process of employing an engineer to 
direct the work of this department.

Two new projects were approved for implementation. A competitive State funded project 
will begin operation this summer which is designed to prepare students to make vocational 
choices. It will provide orientation to the entire range of vocational offerings in 
addition to "hands-on" experience in selected vocations. Another project proposed 
jointly by Chattanooga State Community College and the Hamilton County Board of Education, 
if approved by the Commissioner, will provide first year college classes in the high 
school setting. This program would be limited to students who could qualify for 
accelerated work and joint high school and college credit would be received. Participating 
students would pay for their college courses and there would be no cost to the school 
system.

Hie enrollment and average daily attendance in the Hamilton County Schools for the 1977-78 
scholastic term were as follows:

The budget submitted to the County Council for the 1978-79 school term is attached. This 
budget would require approximately $800,000 above the projected revenue on the present 
tax base. Specific areas of reduction, if required, have not yet been determined by the 
Board of Education.

Planning is being continued on the construction of a new elementary school in the Daisy/ 
Dallas area and for additions to the Westview and Ooltewah Elementary Schools. Even 
though no funds have been provided for these projects at the time of this writing, the 
County Council has responded very favorably to the request and it is anticipated that 
school bonds will be issued for this construction and may possibly be issued by the time 
this report is presented. The population growth in these communities have made the need 
for additional spaces critical. We also need additional spaces at Ganns-Middle Valley, 
Dallas Elementary Schools and additional spaces for secondary students in the Soddy-Daisy 
community.

Proficiency tests were administered to eighth grade students by the State Department of 
Education during this quarter. Hamilton County students scored well above the state 
averages in all four areas of testing, and ranked twenty-fourth among the one hundred and 
forty-three school systems tested. Although these results are commendable, they still 
leave considerable room for improvement. State and local scores are listed below:

The weaknesses evidenced by this testing among the fifty objectives of these tests have 
been analyzed, by school, and plans are under way for the complete dissemination of these 
results among the appropriate members of the staff. Curriculum changes and in-service 
training will follow the analysis of these results.

The Vocational Technical Centers at Sequoyah and Harrison continue to operate at near 
maximum potential. Placement of graduates has been excellent and enrollment for next 
term is near capacity in all areas with waiting lists in some. The new addition at the 
Sequoyah Center will be ready next fall and our initial response from Hixson High School 
students exceeded all expectations. A summer Prevocational Program has enabled us to pro­
vide orientation and experience in several vocational areas for ninth and tenth grade 
students.

The transfer of Adult Basic Education to our own supervision rather than continuing under 
the City administration has proven to be successful. A report of this program and future 
planning is attached.
