The U n iv e rs i ty  of Chattanooga r e s p e c t f u l l y  p e t i t i o n  the  County Court of Hamilton County 

f o r  an  a p p r o p r ia t io n  of $ 10 , 000.00 f o r  a s tu d e n t  loan fund f o r  the  g rad u te s  of th e  h igh  sch o o ls  

of Hamilton County who d e s i r e  t o  a t te n d  c o l le g e ,  who a re  q u a l i f i e d  by c h a ra c te r ,  a b i l i t y  and

m e n ta l i ty  f o r  co l leg e  work, and who a re  unable t o  meet the  c o s t  of c o l le g e  t r a i n i n g .  *

At th e  p re se n t  time the  U n iv e rs i ty  has been a t te m p tin g  t o  h e lp  a g r e a t  many s tu d e n ts  by m«jans 

of work Jobs and s tu d e n t  lo a n s .  This has p laced  q u i te  a f i n a n c i a l  burden on th e  co l le g e  s in c e  

'the s tu d e n t  ldans have been loan  of t u i t i o n  w ith o u t cash  income f o r  th e  co l le g e  and s in c e  work 

jcbs mean a l i b e r a l  d is c o u n t  from th e  r e g u la r  t u i t i o n  ch a rg e . The U n iv e rs i ty  has g ra n te d  

t h i s  a s s i s t a n c e ,  however, because hundreds of jioung men and women would have been tu rned  f r o 4 

c o l le g e  d u r in g  the  p a s t  few y ea rs  i f  t h i s  i n s t i t u t i o n  had not l e n t  a h e lp in g  hand.

I f  t a l e n t e d  and ab le  boys and g i r l s  who cannot pay th e  c o s t  of co l leg e  t r a i n i n g  a re  not en ­

t i t l e d  to  the o p p o r tu n ity  of a  co l leg e  e d u c a tio n , th e n  th e re  i s  no b a s is  f o r  t h i s  p la n .  On the

o th e r  hand, i f  the  t a l e n t e d  and able  boys and g i r l s  of the  community a re  e n t i t l e d  t o  the advc,nta(

of co lleg e  t r a in i n g ,  th e n  the burden and r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  of h e lp in g  provide t h i s  p r iv i l e g e  beLongi

a t  l e a s t  in  p a r t ,  t o  the community as  w e ll  as t o  th e  c o l le g e .

One of the  p re s s in g  e d u c a t io n a l  and s o c i a l  problems today in  t h i s  coun try  i s  the  problem

of th e  number of h igh  sch o o l g radua tes  who cannot f in d  work and who cannot con tinue  t h e i r

e d u c a t io n .  Unable t o  f in d  worx and unable t o  go to  c o l le g e ,  they  a re  ask ing  th e  p r iv i l e g e  

p o s t-g ra d u a te  work m  the  h igh  sc h o o l .  In  most in s ta n c e s ,  however, p o s t-g ra d u a te  work m  

h ig h  schoo l is  not a h e lp fu l  and s t im u la t in g  experience  f o r  th e  boy and g i r l .  While new c l^ sse j  

f o r  s tudy  may be found, growth and p rog ress  f o r  th e  s tu d e n t  do not l i e  sim ply in  ta k in g  

a l l  th e  d i f f e r e n t  courses  t h a t  the  cu rr icu lu m  o f f e r s ,  bu t in  marching ahead in  company w ith  

th o se  of t h e i r  own rank in  a b i l i t y  and in  ae h le v a e n t  and in  se ek in g  work and accomplishments a t  

a h ig h e r  l e v e l .



P o s t-g ra d u a te  h igh  schoo l work f r e q u * h t ly  means s ta g n a t io n  f o r  the  in d iv id u a l .

In  th e s e  s ta te m e n ts ,  o f co a rse ,  th e  re fe re n c e  Is  not t o  th e  o cc as io n a l  h igh  sch o o l g raduate  

who p r e f e r s  or needs a n o th e r  y e a r  of h igh  schoo l work befo re  e n te r in g  co lleg e  o r  who wishes 

t o  pursue some p a r t i c u l a r  course  a t  the  &lgh sch o o l le v e l  r a t h e r  th a n  advance in to  co l le g e ,  

b u t t o  the  g r e a t  m a jo r i ty  of g rad u a tes  who w ith  few ex c ep tio n s  wish t o  con tinue  t h e i r  

e d u c a t io n  m  c o l le g e  or u n iv e r s i t y  and f o r  whom p o s t-g ra d u a te  work m  high  sch o o l is  the  onjLy1 «

a l t e r n a t i v e  t o  unemployment and id le n e s s .

From th e  s ta n d p o in t  of the  sc h o o l,  p o s t -g ra d u a te s ,  on th e  whole, are  not a h e lp fu l  in f l^ e n t€  

w i th in  th e  s c h o o l ;  in  la rg e  numbers th ey  are  o f te n  a  harm ful in f lu e n c e .  Having completed 

th e  req u irem en ts  of th e  h igh  sc h o o l,  th ey  are  no longer  in  s p i r i t  and m  deed a r e a l  p a r t  of 

th e  g roup . Having f in i s h e d  th e  race and being  thrown back ag a in  w ith  th e  ru n n e rs ,  th ey  s l a c k ­

en t h e i r  own pace and re ta rd  th e  pace of the  o th e r s .

There may be th e  te m p a ta t lo n  t o  a llow  p o s t-g ra d u a te  s tu d y  m  th e  h igh  sch o o l f o r  h igh  

s c h o o l g ra d u a te s  who cannot f in d  employment in  p re fe ren ce  t o  making an a p p r o p r ia t io n  f o r  a 

s tu d e n t  loan  because th e re  seems t o  be no e x t r a  expense Involved in  p o s t-g ra d u a te  work in  j 

h ig h  s c h o o l .  This view p o in t  would be in c o rre c t*  The te a c h in g  of p o s t-g ra d u a te s  would s<id 

an a d d i t i o n a l  c o s t  t o  the  o p e ra t io n  of th e  h igh  sch o o l,  f o r  s tu d e n ts  mean t e a c h e r s .

To in c re a se  the  number of s tu d e n ts  m a te r i a l ly  in  a h igh  schoo l means t o  in c re a se  th e  expens 8 

or t o  decrease th e  e f f i c i e n c y  of th e  e d u c a t io n a l  p rocess  f o r  a l l .  Any one would be 

f o o l i s h  t o  b e l ie v e  t h a t  th e  p ro v is io n  f o r  post -graduate work in  th e  high sch o o l would not 

in c re a se  m a te r la ly  th e  numbers. Cut o f f  from c o l le g e  by expense and unab le  t o  f in d  em­

ploym ent, th e  h igh  schoo l g radua te  must ehoose between id le n e s s  and p o s tg ra d u a te  work and hjls 

cho ice  w i l l  be th e  l a t t e r .

The problem i s  s o c i a l  as  w e l l  as p e rso n a l  and in d iv id u a l .  The s o c i a l  s id e  has two 

a s p e c t s .  F i r s t ,  i f  a number of young men and women a re  fo rc e d  in to  id le n e s s  by economic 

c o n d i t io n s ,  th e  u l t im a te  e f f e c t  on s o c ie ty  Is harm fu l. in  the  second p lace , i f  t a l e n t e d  

and ab le  boys and g i r l s  a re  d ep riv ed  of co l leg e  t r a i n i n g ,  s o c ie ty  w i l l  be th e  l o s e r  becausej of 

th e  lo s s  of th e  c o n t r ib u t io n  th e se  boys and g i r l s  might have been made t o  the S ta te  and 

th e  n&t Ion .

The e x is te n c e  of a c o l le g e  of f i n e  r e p u ta t io n  and re e o g ln lse d  S tand ing  in  t h i s  conmunltj; 

p ro v id es  a very  s e n s ib le  and p r a c t i c a l  s o lu t io n .  Let th e  county h e lp  f i n a n c i a l l y  

th o se  whose t a l e n t s  and q u a l i f i c a t i o n s  e n t i t l e  them t o  the  p r iv i l e g e  of c o l le g e  t r a i n i n g ,  

always keeping in  mind th a t  t h i s  a s s l t a n c e  w i l l  be only  f o r  th o se  who need a s s i s ta n c e  

and whose q u a l i f i c a t i o n s  f o r  c o l le g e  work J u s t i f y  t h e i r  g o i ig  t o  c o l le g e .

As 
valuable as th is  i s ,  we are aware of the fa c t  that other contributions have been made to  chi|ld 
and teacher growth in t h i s  county that have not b ee« measured. A t t l^ u d ^  id ea ls  working
h a b its ,  crea tive  e f f o r t ,  are q u a l i t ie s  that are accomplished as by-pruducts and yet we belie|ve  
ia  the making fo r  c i t iz e n s h ip  they are most important. The new d ea l in education w i l l  g ive  
t o  boys a«d g i r l s  opportunities fo r  many experiences that w i n  make the3e by-pruduct3 the p r i ­
mary learn in gs .

Where su p erv is in g  p r in c ip a ls  have g iven  f u l l  time to  su p erv ision  
and ad m in istration , they were not included m  the number of tea eh er s . This was done to  g ire  
a more correct rep resen ta tio n  of the a c tu a l teach in g  s itu a t io n .

In the white elem entary part of th is  report you w i l l  note we have an accumulated d e f i ls lt  
of 22 teaehers and an ex cess  of 6  leav in g  a d e f i c i t  of 16 tea ch ers . Only 3  Qf the 6  l i s t e d  
as ex cess teachers are a c tu a lly  e x c e sse s . At White Oak due to  two very sm all rooms th a t h i  
been pressed in to  serv ice  we can sea t but a sm all number of p up ils in  each room. The prlns  
does not teach  a f u l l  schedule so  the exeess is  not r e a l, At East Ridge the ch ild ren  who
th e sch o o l to  attend  Anna B. Lacey School have been returned. Next month’s average d a lly  
attendance should show th is  con d ition  to  be remedied.

New providence, Gold Point, and Chickamauga, are s t i l l  s tru g g lin g  to  keep 
from s a c r if ic in g  the extra  tea c h er s . Unless those sch oo l e n r o ll  more students i t  
w i l l  soon be necessary t o  s h j f t  t o  some more crowded c e n te r s . The teachers problem m  the 
sm a ll schools is  rather a ser ip u s one. A few students dropped from the r o l l s  may e f f e c t  
the sch o o l e f f ic ie n c y  very much. The problem of adding or substractib fi a few students  
from a s in g le  grade teacher does not m atter much but tak ing  ateacher away from a sm all scholol 
adds one or more en tir e  grades to  the teach  that is  l e f t  behind. Prom the standpoint 
of sch o o l e f f ic ie n c y  in  the one, two or three teacher sch ools i t  would be b etter  to  sa c tif ljc e  
in  favor of grade lead rather than adhere t o  p u p il-teach er  averages. The ex tra  teacher at 
Lupton C ity  is  a rem edial teacher and does not do regular c la s s  work.

I wish the other s id e  of th is  balance wheel could be as e a s i ly  ad ju sted .
In many p laces we do not have room to  put extra  teach ers and too  we do not have the money 
in  our budget to  provide them.

TRANSPORTATION ' .

The ham ilton County School bus system  has shown considerablem progress during the year, 
F if te e n  of our d rivers have put in to  the f i e l d  e n t ir e ly , new equipment. A ll of th ese  are 
fa c to r y  made b o d ie s . Five of our busses are now a l l  s t e e l  w hile twelve of our new ones 
are of s t e e l  and wood co n stru ctio n . Many of the roads have been improved and larger, safal: 
busses have been sent over them. Together w ith  the sp lend id  busses th a t have been rep lacing  
the old ones in the la s t  few years, we have an array of tra n sp o rta tio n  equipment of which w» 
can J u stly  be proud. ■

We have en ro lled  about 200 more students th is  year than we did the same period la s t  y ea r . 
School^ are in  many p laces badly crowded but the work is  moving along sm oothly.

Again thanking the County Judge and th e .s e v e r a l members of the County Court fo r  the 
sp len d id  way in  which they have continued to  support our sch oo l program, I am.

Based upon 
a t ten d an ce  d u r in g  th e  rem ainder of the  y ea r  I  f e e l  t h a t  I  am 3afe in  say ing  t h a t  under norma 
c o n d i t io n s  our reco rd s  would have s a f e ly  exceeded t h a t  of l a s t  y e a r .

PROSPECTIVE INCREASE NEXT YEAR.

Already we are  s e e in g  the  e f f e c t s  of the  T.V.A. in  our m id s t .  Red Bank and Hixson 
communities have many new f a m i l i e s .  Only a lack  of housing f a c i l i t i e s  p reven ts  more 
moving in to  th e se  comicu&ities. The p r in c ip a l s  now es t im a te  t h a t  th e y  w i l l  have a 25$ 
in c re ase  In t h e i r  r e s p e c t iv e  schoo ls  f o r  th e  coming y e a r .  Unless we can g e t  more room p ro ­
v id ed , i t  is  hard t o  see how th e se  can be p ro p e r ly  cared  f o r .

Hamilton County has f o r  more th a n  t e n  yea rs  been r e q u i r in g  two yea»s of co lleg e  
as  a mininaim t r a i n i n g  f o r  en tran ce  in to  i t s  3y3tem. T here fo re , I  f e e l  t h a t  those  having 
le s s  th a n  t h a t  amount of t r a i n i n g  should  not be p laced  on a d e f i n i t e  sc h e d u le .  These s a l a r i  
a re  no t very  d i f f e r e n t  from  those  in  Class 111 but th ey  should  not be changed u n t i l  the  teach  
re a c h  C lass 111 in  t h e i r  p r e p a ra t io n .

S e v e ra l  tim es  I  have made su g g e s tio n s  t o  th e  Honorable county co u r t  r e l a t i v e  t o
% pens ion  arrangem ent f o r  the  te a c h e r s  of t h l 3 county . The F e d e ra l  Goverrment, 
r e a l i z i n g  the  n e c e s s i ty  of such a p lan , has evidenced t h e i r  b e l i e f  by en a c tin g  laws p rov id ing  
f o r  pens ions , f o r  those  who are  now to o  o ld  t o  work in  in d u s t ry .  They have no t, however, 
provided f o r  workers in  th e  p ro fe s s io n s .  I t  i s  l e f t  f o r  te a c h e rs ,  o th e r  employees in  
p u b lic  s e r v ic e ,  and members of the  o th e r  p ro fe s s io n s  t o  work out a syste®  of pensions w ith  
t h e i r  v a r io u s  o rg an iz a t io n s  or w ith  t h e i r  r e sp e c t iv e  employing a g e n c ie s .

I  know of no group of in d iv id u a ls  who deserve more c o n s id e ra t io n  th a n  p u b lic  school 
t e a c h e r s .

The S ta te  com m issioner had f a i t h  in  our w i l l in g n e s s  t o  undertake new th in g s  and t o  experim en t 
w ith  them . The p r o je c t  was c a r r ie d  out w ith  above average s u c c e s s  and h as been  co n tin u ed  it> th  
t h i s  cou n ty  s in c e  th a t  tim e under l o c a l  r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  w h ich  h as b een  p a ssed  back t o  th e  com m ihi- 
t i e s .  The com m unities th a t  w ish  t o  undertake tn e  d is c u s s io n  w ork, du so  by p r o v id in g  fo r  an
a p p r o p r ia te  o r g a n iz a t io n , program com m ittee and a r e g u la r  m eetin g  n ig h t .

The F e d e r a l Government now fu r n is h e s  such  h e lp  a s  i s  n e c e s s a r y  from  W .P.A_ r o l l s  
and th e  programs are s e t  up in  th e  com m unities by t h e i r  owii co m m ittee s . A l l  o f  th e  le a d e r s

Por the first five months of this school year 1938-39 Hamilton County schools 

have shown an average daily attendance increase of 811 pupils. This is nearly double 

the average daily  attendance increase of any other previous years covered by this attendance 

report.

Counting an average of 30 pupils to the teacher tnis would be a 27 teacher lead.

We have, however, made adjustments and transfers so that we have handled tne lead with the 

addition of only seven new teaching positions.

We now have definitely  crowded conditions in some places and should we get another 

sizeable-increase we shail not be able to make adjustments to absorb as much of the burden 

as we did during the past year. I am inclined to believe that our increase in attendance 

next year w ill  not be as large as last year, since it seems tnat the n m buildings had 

much to do with the abnormal enrollment of this year.

I am herewith submitting to you the budget adopted by the Hamilton County Board of 

Education for the year 193y-40 . The board added $ 8 ,0 0 0 .0 0  to the budget figures suggesteji
